Magenta cows, purple dripping skies, thick yellow and vermillion impasto landscapes, and a mysterious echoing soundtrack set the stage for an amazing visual journey.  It’s been described as “A modern day Fantasia, a stunning new visual experience.” 
  I’m speaking of the new short film, The Hollow Moon, by former Walt Disney Imagineer, Eric Robison.
  Robison, who is a resident of Oahu; has spent the last 81/2 years creating this original bizarre Fantasia in full technicolor prowess.
[bookmark: _GoBack]  “It all started with one single sketch that I had done on a yellow lined pad of paper.  It was a thin character draped in a robe and donning a pointed Chinaman’s hat.  It was just a ballpoint pen doodle; but the character spoke to me, and each day thereafter I built a world around him. Then one day I realized that the character had a world, but no story. So I had to write him a story as well."
  Before he knew it, Robison had painted over 300 background paintings, in watercolor, oil, gouache, and acrylic. “I still believe in traditional art forms, and I wanted to show the world a film that was created by hand.”
Robison is a prolific painter, and his island inspired paintings can be seen at Roys Original Restaurant in Hawaii Kai, as well as on the back of many Crazy Shirts.
   When viewing The Hollow Moon, the first thing that the viewer notices is his fearless, bold use of color.  “Color has always been my strength; it just comes natural to me, and the thicker the better.”  These visuals coupled with the music and sounds that his son Tanner created, brings the viewer on an adventure like none other.
His son, Tanner, lives in China and teaches English. Music has been his passion. “I would send him small videos or pictures of certain scenes, and describe the feeling I wanted; a couple of weeks later, he would send me his musical interpretation of that visual,” says Eric. “It was remarkable to work with him 1/2 a world away. His soundtrack is absolutely brilliant."

I asked Robison why it took him so long to create a short film? ”Well, I had to work evenings and weekends, because I have my full time job during the day.” Robison is the Creative Director for Crazy Shirts here in Hawaii.
"The story takes place on an island, where the people notice that the Moon is depressed and can’t move. The Moons stillness throws nature out of order and everything begins to change. The boy [character] has an idea to save the Moon. 
And, thus our tale begins.

The Hollow Moon will be playing in the Hawaii Film Festivals and internationally as well.

Since this interview, The Hollow Moon has won two awards.
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
