Was born on May 27th 1975. He has worked in local and national radio 
broadcasting, like the frequency Radio Mil. He’s also been screenwriter 
for the music channel Ritmoson Latino and Visat international network 
special edition documentaries, for over three years. He’s been producer of 
several TV commercials for Telesistema Mexicano. Also been a production 
coordinator of local channels of Televisa Networks. In 2004 and 2005 he 
produced the contents of the TV program “Vida TV”. In 2007 he produced 
the first reality show ever made in Puebla “Desafío TV”. In 2008 he 
became Vice-president of Canal 26, along that task; he started his own 
production company Albanta Films, documentaries, concerts and music is 
its prime line of business. In 2009 Álvarez produced and directed a 
documentary along the NASA, the Climate Institute of Washington, 
NOAA, SICOM and the Ministry of Environment of the State of Puebla, 
about global warming, climate changing and the new technologies to 
mitigate it. Los Serdán. Secretos de una familia de Héroes is his second 
documentary and his opportunity to earn a position in this genre.

Was born in Puebla on August of 1959; lawyer by profession and 
journalist by choice, he started his career in El Sol de Puebla. As a 
journalist he’s received several mentions and awards for his great 
performance in the interview and article genres. He has also leaded 
presidential stories like the murder of the candidate Luis Donaldo Colosio. 
In 1994 González obtained the first electronic interview ever granted from 
the oil leader Joaquín Hernández Galicia “La Quina”. He’s been reporter, 
host of the TV news program “Testigo” and News Director of Organización 
Radiofónica Estrellas de Oro (1979-1982). He has also been News 
Director of Coorporación Puebla de Radiodifusión (1992-1993), News 
Editor of Núcleo Radio Mil (1993-1995), host of TV news programs for 
Organización Radiorama-México (1995-1997), News Editor in MVS 
Radio (2001-2004), TV host of “Entorno a la Semana” for Tele Fórmula 
(2004-2006). Since 2007 until now, he’s been General Director of Sistema 
de Información y Comunicación del Estado de Puebla. 
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Plutarco Haza 
Was born in Ciudad Obregón on June 22nd 1972; he was producer and 
host of the TV show “Bizbirije” which was transmitted through Canal 11 
in Mexico. He has taken his career to stage, film and soap opera acting, 
and has succeeded in each one of them. His biggest soap operas hits are 
“Mirada de Mujer”, “Todo por Amor” and now he is making 
appearances in Epigmenio Ibarra’s “Las Aparicio”. Some of his great 
films are “Cilantro y Perejil” “Atlético San Pancho” and “Bajo la Sal”, 
among others. 
 
In 2006 he wrote and produced his first short film named “Hugo vs. el 
Mar”. 
He is currently preparing the “Rain Man” theatrical premiere, where he 
plays Dustin Hoffman’s character in the movie starred by Tom Cruise and 
the narration of the documentary “Los Serdán.
