He recently directed the horror comedy feature ‘Witness Infection’, which has 
been selected to the 2020 HA Comedy Arts Festival, Horrorhound, and Die 
Laughing Film Festivals. And recently won “Best Director” and “Best Practical 
Effects” at the 2020 Frostbite Film Festival.
