Liz sets her class an assignment 
researching a plausible theory 
behind the legend of the Piper, and 
in doing so, allows the secret of 
her own darker past to resurface, 
bringing daughter Amy onto the 
Piper’s crosshairs as an instrument 
for her mother’s penance. 



Amy falls for young dashing gypsy boy Luca, who recruits 
the help of Roma soothsayer Auntie Aishe; and together 
they attempt to save Amy from a gruesome fate in a struggle 
that traverses the ages and relies on the power of love
to relinquish the Piper’s hold over her, as she traverses 
the threshold from girl into womanhood.
