SYNOPSIS 
"The Female Villa-Lobos", "Tom Jobim as a Woman", "The Hermeto in Skirts" are some of the 

masculine nicknames that follow Léa Freire, the first woman in Brazil to be an exceptional popular 
instrumentalist, jazz improviser, arranger, and symphonic composer. In the vanguard of instrumental and 
orchestral Brazilian and Jazz music, universes that are still exclusively male, macho and misogynistic, Léa 
breaks the barrier between classical and popular, creating a unique sound, extremely Brazilian and also 
universal.  
The story of an musical movement, told by generations of women through the poetic and musical portrait 
of one of the world's most renowned composers - a woman, a Brazilian - who overcomes the prejudice 
against women in the universe of instrumental and symphonic composition, and builds a fundamental 
work, a profound expression of the multiple continent of Brazil.Acclaimed abroad and in the highest circles 
of Brazilian music, Léa is still not recognized by the general public in her own country, a characteristic 
common to many exceptional creators, and even more so when it comes to female creators.  
Nature Music recalls her trajectory with the luxurious assistance of some partners in art and life: Alaíde 
Costa, Filó Machado, Amilton Godoy, Silvia Góes, Johnny Alf, Zimbo Trio, Originais do Samba, Manezinho 
da Flauta, Arismar do Espírito Santo, who are the very history of Brazilian Music and names of the new 
generation like Joana Queiroz, Tatiana Parra, Erika Ribeiro and Thais Nicodemo tell about Léa's influence 
in their lives and music, in a reflection about the delights, difficulties, and challenges of being a woman in 
instrumental music even today, thus creating a complete panorama not only of the artist, but also about 
her time, our time.  
 
In the Director's Words:  

"This film was miraculously made with Covid's exiguous Emergency Aid Fund, the so-called Aldir 
Blanc Law, with immense effort and with all our hearts. For we believe that our culture is our memory, 
and we should always remember our elders, the first ones, who are often criminally erased from our 
history. Today Brazil is going through a moment of national crisis, where the workers of Culture and Art 
are institutionally attacked by the Head of the Nation himself, who managed to extinguish all autonomy 
of the national film industry and was able to become an even greater obstacle than the pandemic itself, 
making the life of the workers of Culture and Art even more painful. That is why we agreed to make this 
film, under these circumstances and conditions. And the film became beautiful, strong and it fulfills its 
function of reminding us of who we are and moving us for who we were. 

In this film we salute the often ignored or forgotten roots of Brazilian music, be it instrumental or 
symphonic, it is fundamental to celebrate its ancestry, the source of the waters drunk by Lea Freire: Filo 
Machado, Alaíde Costa, Johnny Alf, Originais do Samba, Regional do Evandro, Manezinho da Flauta, in 
short, musicians ahead of their time, innovators, who challenged social and aesthetic standards and 
founded a new Brazilian music scene and who should be remembered with all the glory they deserve. Just 
being historically fair.  

This film has several messages beyond the music. We talk about FEBEM (Child Prison) and the 
Guri Project, as in a collective questioning about which Brazil do we want? The one that incarcerates poor 
children or the one that creates professional public music schools so that our kids can fly to anywhere 
they dream of in the world, like the Berlin Symphony Orchestra, which is mentioned in the film.   

We talk about the erasing of women from our history, even more so when they are creators, 
inventors of new languages and new forms. We also talk about the Afro-Brazilian origins of all Brazilian 
music, including symphonic music.
