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SYNOPSIS :

Fernando meets his mother weekly at a cafée. During their
encounters, he always tells her that he is gay. However, this
time, he goes a step further by telling her he is getting married.
Ana, who has Alzheimer's, has difficulties in remembering her
son's sexuality; what we are left to question is whether she truly
forgets or if she chooses not to remember.






DIRECTOR’S STATEMENT

Our film explores human relationships and their subjectivities and
difficulties. Our idea came from the desire to tell a delicate and intimate
story, in particular, about the relationship of a mother and a son. We began
our creative process by finding an idea we both needed to express, from our
own deep and felt experiences.

Vitdria, an LGBT woman, has had to tell her mother numerous times of her
sexuality because of her mother’s prejudice, who insists in ignoring -or
conveniently forgetting- that fact. Thassilo had a grandmother who was
disapproving of his tastes and habits as a young child. He struggled to truly
connect with her, which became even harder after her diagnose of
Alzheimer. We both felt the need to communicate who we were to close
family members, while hoping we would be understood and accepted.

| DON'T KNOW IF I'LL HAVE TO SAY EVERYTHING AGAIN is about
communication and human relationships, especially with those we care
about. It's about everything within - and between - relationships, fears,
generational and cultural barriers, expectations, and family understanding.
It talks about acceptance, care, love and also self-love. The idea is to show
the importance of being our authentic selves while keeping in mind the value
of an affectionate communication. We believe in the power of using a caring
dialogue as a way of building relationships with more listening and
understanding, without denying our existence.






VITORIA FALLAVENA

Vitéria Fallavena is a director, assistant director, actress and screenwriter from
Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. With a degree in acting from UNIRIO and a drama teacher
certification, she has worked as an assistant director in O Tablado theatre from
2015 to 2019. Since then, she has starred in several plays and in short films, she
has also participated in telenovelas and played the character of Mércia in Globo’s
famous “Além da Ilusao" (2022). In 2023, she worked as an assistant director in the
TV show "Bookaboo", produced by Conspiracao Filmes. The short film "I don't
know if I'll have to say everything again' is the debut of her directing career.

THASSILO WEBER

Thassilo Weber, is a director, director of photography and screenwriter from Rio
de Janeiro, Brazil. Having read History at King's College London, Thassilo went
onto work as a Director of Photography on a series of films, and made a string of
short films that won awards at international film festivals in LA, Rome and London.
Memories of Rio (2020), is his best known work, having won the best romance
award at the Independent Film Awards in LA. He is currently one of the creative
directors at Film In Producées, where he directs and acts as executive producer,
for commercials and TV work.
