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In 2025 Good Company Arts is scheduled to perform works Pepe and Pōtaka 
Nautilus for the Dunedin Arts Festival at the Glenroy Auditorium. Also launching in 
the festival programme and timed to connect with ID Fashion 2025, Ad Parnassum 
- Purapurawhetū will be presented as a multi-media installation at Tūhura Otago 
Museum Beautiful Science Gallery and Planetarium. The free immersive exhibition 
runs April 4th to May 4th and includes VR, Full Dome Cinema, Art Prints, 2D film, 
with Couture.  

5 of our projects have made official selection to World Stage Design 2025 (Sharjah 
UAE). This exciting invitation includes 2 works making selection to WSD's Sound 
Kitchen, and all works making selection to Scenofest. New invites from Festival de 
la Imagen (Colombia) and Escuchar Festival Buenos Aires are also in the wings. 

During 2024 Good Company Arts projects were shown in 30 countries. We 
participated in over 90 festivals worldwide, received 7 film honours and 24 awards, 
producing new digital cinema and multi-media art works in collaboration with 
artists across Aotearoa New Zealand, Japan, USA, Australia, and the Basque 
Country. In collaboration with international partners we began research towards 2 
exciting projects: Wai-Mizu is an Aotearoa-Japan project in development, bringing 
together Māori and Okinawan musicians, with Noh theatre and film artists towards 
a new body of work through cultural exchange. Encounter is a new project in 
development between artists from Aotearoa and the Basque Country, combining 
taonga pūoro with traditional Basque musicians, dance, sculpture and digital arts. 

We delivered arts experiences for audiences in Japan (Baroom Club Tokyo, and 
Gallery Mitsuru Osaka), and at home with Lunar New Year Festival, our National 
Library, Waikato Art Museum, Auckland Arts Festival, Te Matatiki Toi Ora The Arts 
Centre Christchurch, Japan Festival Wellington and Tempo Dance Festival. We 
supported arts colleagues in Australia (Belloo Creative's SAND project with 
Indigenous artists). Our live mahi was presented in Te Whanganui-a-Tara, Ōtautahi, 
Tāmaki Makaurau, Osaka and Tokyo. We reached many thousands through 
international film festival broadcasts online and in cinemas.
