This course surveys the literary heritage of America. In exploring the development of the American
literary tradition, students will be acquainted with issues that critically define American literature
and American writers. What is American literature and who are American writers? These questions
will serve as a springboard for further discussion and identification of some of the broad literary
movements and traditions in American literature such as transcendentalism, realism, regionalism,
and modernism. Readings will range from the Colonial Era to the present day. By examining works
of literature of many genres, students will explore various literary styles in their historical contexts
that gave shape and definition to what we understand as the canon of American Literature.
