Subsequent to our telephone conversation on January 11, 2016, please find enclosed the following documents in order to have Ms. Carol Gordon removed from the VUSD Board of Trustees according to California Government Code 1770 *:

1) Independent investigation relative to the unusual conduct of Carol Gordon paid by  VUSD
2) Copy of Calaveras County Sheriffs’ Office business card with the case number of an incident whereby Ms. Gordon was arrested and told the arresting sheriff she wanted a member of the community killed.  The Sheriffs’ department went to visit this individual and this individual contacted me and provided me with this card
3) Three media accounts of Ms. Gordon’s behavior and why she has been censured twice from VUSD Board meetings and reprimanded by the VUSD Board of Trustees at the November 2015 Board meeting
4) Eight police reports whereby either a restraining order or an arrest took place involving Ms. Gordon
5) Documentation from a Murphys Hotel employee as to witnessing Ms. Gordon in the act of vandalism
6) Copies of the notes Ms. Gordon placed on the window of the Murphys Hotel bar as well as on a customer’s vehicle, which damaged the window tint of the customer’s vehicle as well as notes left on the Murphys hotel doors and windows
7) Copies of the VUSD Governing Board’s Resolutions No. 14-15-05 and 14-15-17 censoring Carol Gordon 
8) Miscellaneous documents pertaining to this situation
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Ms. Yook, after the review of the enclosed documents, I trust you will agree with me that Ms. Gordon is a threat to the public safety of the community and should be removed from the Vallecito Union School District Board of Trustees.

* GOVERNMENT CODE 
SECTION 1770-1782 
1770.  An office becomes vacant on the happening of any of the
following events before the expiration of the term:
   (a) The death of the incumbent.
   (b) An adjudication pursuant to a quo warranto proceeding
declaring that the incumbent is physically or mentally incapacitated
due to disease, illness, or accident, and that there is reasonable
cause to believe that the incumbent will not be able to perform the
duties of his or her office for the remainder of his or her term.
This subdivision shall not apply to offices created by the California
Constitution nor to federal or state legislators.
