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Mr. Nikas is a San Francisco, California native. He is a founder, curator and co-owner of The Brady Nikas Collection (formerly The New World Prints Collection). Privately held, the collection houses one of the largest collections of works by José Guadalupe Posada and Manual Manilla in the United States. In its entirety the collection contains over 5,000 works. Beginning in 2003, selected works from the collection were used as a part the Oakland Museum of California's "Global Elegies: Art and Ofrendas for the Dead" exhibition Art Director: Enrique Chagoya. In November 2009, Mr. Nikas curated the Dia de los Muertos exhibition at the Mission Cultural Center for Latino Arts, San Francisco, CA. In 2010, Mr. Nikas was honored to curate in an exhibition sponsored by the Consul General of Mexico of San Francisco celebrating the Bicentenario of Mexican Independence and Centenario of the Mexican Revolution. 

Sponsored by Consejo Nacional para la Cultura y Las Artes (CONACULTA) of Mexico, Mr. Nikas was invited as guest curator to exhibit a homage to JG Posada at the Centro Cultural Ignacio Ramirez “El Nigromante” Instituto Nacional de Bellas Artes, San Miguel de Allende, Mexico. He participated as a contributor in the Joint Bicentennial-Centennial Mexican Exhibition of the University of California Bancroft Library and Stanford University Sept. 13 - Dec. 31, 2010. In 2011/2012, the collection loaned material for the México: Política y Poética exhibition celebrating the country’s 200th anniversary of independence and 100th anniversary of its revolution at San Francisco State University, traveling to the Nordic Watercolour Museum in Sweden. 

In 2012, Mr. Nikas curated the Dia de los Muertos “Alas de Vida – Wings of Life” exhibition for the Petaluma Art Center, which was featured on the Comcast Cable program Inside City Limits. During the Centenario of Posada’s death in 2013, Mr. Nikas curated two exhibitions and loaned collection works for several exhibitions. In the Fall of 2013 he helped arrange travel for Taller de Grafica Popular artist Hector Vargas and lectured with him on the history of Mexican printmaking at the Mexican Museum of San Francisco. Recent exhibitions have included many works from Chicano(a) artists in the United States including print collectives and artists from Mexico.

Mr. Nikas, originally a geologist and paleontologist by training, has lectured in the US and Mexico on various aspects of the art and influence of José Guadalupe Posada especially on Posada’s influence on the imagery of social movements. Mr. Nikas has also exhibited his owned art and has work placed in the United States Library of Congress Collection. Mr. Nikas together with film Director Victor H. Mancilla, co-produced and wrote the screenplay for the documentary film ART and Revolutions© about José Guadalupe Posada (www.artandrevolutions.com). He is a member of the Advisory Board of the Documentary Film Institute Board at San Francisco State University. Mr. Nikas is a former director of the Coro Hispano de San Francisco and divides his time between San Francisco, CA and San Miguel de Allende, Mexico.
