Monster Movies, he's seen it all and he's not impressed. Broads, Booze &
Bets on the Ponies are all he's after. He says what he thinks & doesn't give a
damn who's offended. He's not without courage, and with some prodding
(And maybe some booze), he'll get Bella out of a jam,

if there's something in it for him
