Pier, Café, Lanes, Beach, Souvenirs

4. Exterior Cinema Scene.

“Ladies…are you prepared to enter the MIGHTY, the MAGNIFICENT Cinema…” (Adult male to group of women)

“YOU!!” (Adult male – Murnau, to girl – Arianne)

5. Interior Cinema Scene.

CINEMA SHOWTIMES 9pm DAILY   (Cinema Poster)
Come see the miracle of motion pictures
Brought to you by Maxomillian the Mythican

Littleman, you better go find that girl! (Adult male – Murnau, to bellhop – male) 
Or it’s back to the workhouse for you! (Note* A Chinese female actress plays the English male bellhop character – bellhop is his assistant)

MISSING  (Poster on wall)

PASSING FAY (Film Canister on floor)

Stitch in time saves Nine   (Female – Mad Aunt Izzy, to younger female – Arianne)
Stitch in time saves Nine

“Ladies… its almost time!” (Adult male – Murnau, to group of women)
Please follow me.

THEATRE (Sign on wall)

Go find that Girl     (Adult male – Murnau to Bellhop) (On the stairs)
Go find that Girl
Or it’s back to the workhouse for you!





6. Projection Booth Scene – underground.

Maxomillian the Mythican    (Projected words on doll image)
PRESENTS
The Amazing Summer Queen Picture Show

“Nine” (Roman numeral, female to male adult – Satyr Nine)

7. Film Dream in yellow lighted house on stairs scene.
(This is a dream memory playing over to the girl in the present from the past)

He wishes to return to the summer lands!   (Sister in law – Fay, to male – Murnau)

Wishes!! Wishes!!     (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

ENOUGH! (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

Give me the Key! (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

WAIT!    (Sister in law – Fay, to male – Murnau)

Do as I say     (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

Or you’ll never see her again! (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

Have you seen her? (Sister in law – Fay, to male – Murnau)

DOWN, DOWN    (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

He cannot Protect you now!! (Male Murnau to Female – sister in law)

Come in. (Mother – Fay, to daughter – Arianne)

Izzy, the KEY. (Mother – Fay, to daughter – Arianne)

WAIT!! (Mother – Fay, to sister – Young Izzy)

My daughter is still missing! (Mother – Fay, to daughter – Arianne)

Have you seen her? (Mother – Fay, to daughter – Arianne)

I love her. (Mother – Fay, to daughter – Arianne)
