BIOS

Izzy Lee (director, producer, co-writer) bio
Izzy Lee has been a film festival programmer at both the Boston Underground Film Festival and Boston Science Fiction Film Festival. She sometimes writes for Rue Morgue, Diabolique, ScreenAnarchy, and Fangoria. When she’s not writing, she’s making scary little films, often from an outsider perspective with a socio-political bent. Her films have screened with Baskin, Antibirth, Tales of Halloween, They Look Like People, The Love Witch, The Lords of Salem, and The Sacrament.

Kasey Lansdale (Holly) bio

It’s not every day that a small-town Texas girl gets to record with Grammy award-winning producer John Carter Cash, who has produced legends such as Loretta Lynn, George Jones, and Willie Nelson, but Country Blues artist Kasey Lansdale is the exception. Even growing up in the small town of Nacogdoches, in East Texas, Lansdale’s life has been one surrounded by the arts. “Much of my life,” she says, “has been a musical.”
Her music was featured soon in the films “Cold in July,” starring award-winning actor, Michael C. Hall, and in “Christmas with the Dead,” where she made her first big screen debut portraying Ella, the protagonist’s wife. If these titles sound familiar, it’s because that her father, cult author Joe R. Lansdale, penned them.
While Lansdale penned seven of the songs on her latest album, she isn’t just a talented songwriter. She is also a gifted, creative writer who, at the age of eight wrote her first short story, which was published by Random House. “I was hooked on writing from that point forward,” she says. In July of 2013, Lansdale’s first anthology, entitled “Impossible Monsters,” was also released. While continuing to tour with her album “Restless,” Lansdale is working on demos for a new record and has returned to acting in Izzy Lee’s “Postpartum,” in which she plays Holly, the antagonist, and for which she has received rave reviews.
Diana Porter (Diana) bio

Walking the fine line between fun and efficient, Diana has carved out an interesting film career for herself in a short time. She took her first role as a professional actress in 2011 as Alpha the cold and efficient, government-created, super soldier and assassin in The Final Shift. After that each role was different from the last, playing a caring mother (Half Pint), a struggling wife (Fraternitas), a psychopathic killer (Earl Grey), a woman lost in the world (Misdirection) and many others. In 2013 she took on producing in addition to acting with the film Raptus, in which her character's normal life has an ominous influence. 
In 2013, she met Izzy Lee on the set of Skip Shea’s Ava Maria. They began collaborating on several of Lee’s films, including Picket, Legitimate, Come Out and Play, Bring Us Your Women ("Arya Tara" segment), A Favor, Postpartum, and For A Good Time, Call… One film festival attendee even called the pair “the Boston equivalent of Scorsese and DiCaprio.”

Diana is a consummate professional aiming to make both her directors and audience happy while improving herself on the whole. She hopes to continue to embrace the challenge of acting for the rest of her life.
