It birthed the horrifying reveal that gave many of us nightmares and questions 
in our reality as to whether we were really safe within our own homes. Reality is one 
of the roots of true horror.” I also was inspired by the thought of being the target of 
someone who means to harm you. The thought of being under attack for reasons 
unknown, this angle has always been effective in horror. Random attacks or wha 
appear to be random with no motive are horrifying.
