Crew Biographies

Brian Barnes (director) has made 25 short films, including the 5 times award-winning The Urge, which won a Best Screenplay award and also a Best Film Prize under jury president Timothy Burrill (producer of Roman Polanski’s The Pianist).  The Urge was the 8th most watched horror film on IndieFlix for over a year.  The Redeeming is Brian’s first feature film and he has many other projects in development with writer Roger Thomas, including their psychological horror Refracted, and low key thriller Reformed which have both attracted attention from a number of producers.  Brian is currently directing a new comedy sketch show web series called Fetch-a-Sketch.  He has been making films since 1987, mostly working in the corporate video sector, where he has made films for 3 of the world’s top 5 brands - Apple, Google and Microsoft - and made 2 charity videos with (then-Prime-Minister) Tony Blair.  He won the Snippies Award for his video for Intel, and has directed over 500 hours of live television on Sky in the UK and SABC2 in South Africa.  One of his TV shows was the cult favourite Bikini Beach.  Brian is renowned amongst fellow British indie filmmakers as “the man who gave Christopher Nolan (Interstellar, Batman trilogy, Inception) his first job”.
Roger Thomas (screenwriter) left the Royal Air Force to study drama at Lee Strasberg School of Method Acting in London.  After several years working for Channel 4 TV in their legal department, he moved into screenwriting.  His short film script Angels at My Bedside was joint winner of the Time Out/The Times ‘screen writer’ competition, and was filmed starring Helen Baxendale (Friends, Cold Feet, Cuckoo) and selected by the London Film Festival.  This led to the production of his first feature Fly Fishing starring Kate Ashfield (Nymphomaniac Vol. II, Shaun of the Dead), Frances Barber (Doctor Who, Silk) and Helen Baxendale again.  Roger and Brian Barnes have a continuing, writer/director relationship, with productions such as the web series Gillian’s Persona, the top 5 shortlisted BFI 48 Hour Film Challenge Magenta Edge and their first feature The Redeeming.  Brian and Roger are currently working on several other feature projects; their psychological horror Refracted, and low key thriller Reformed have both generated interest from producers.

Matt Aucott (director of photography) has worked with such well-known actors as Sir Patrick Stewart (X-Men, Star Trek) and Stephen Mangan (Rush, Episodes).  Matt has gained worldwide recognition for his cinematography on such films as the multi-award-winning The Urge directed by Brian Barnes and Die Uhren an meine Mutter (My Mother’s Clocks) directed by Hayri Argav.  The Redeeming is Matt’s first feature film as Director of Photography.  The cinematographers he most admires are Wally Pfister, Jordan Cronenweth, Roger Deakins and Colin Watkinson.  His favourite film is Blade Runner.

Onur Yildirim (composer) – is a Turkish composer, arranger and producer who studied Classical Composition at the Conservatory of Amsterdam and Audio Engineering at the University of Hertfordshire.  Throughout his twenties, he composed a number of pieces in various styles, ranging from 20th Century avant-garde music to electro-acoustic tracks, and had many of them performed in several venues, mainly in Amsterdam.  After graduating in 2014, he set up his own studio, arranging, recording and producing his and other people’s music.  Combining his experience in composition and audio skills, he recently began focussing on making music for film and TV.  In early 2015 he composed for an 8 episode documentary about the Great War which ran on CNN Türk for two months, receiving critical acclaim and good viewing figures.  He lives in Istanbul.  The Redeeming is his first feature film commission.
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
