Series Synopsis
What happens when four broke, self-involved, unmotivated New York City room-

mates get stoned one day and find their life purpose in a re-run of Magnum P.I.? 
A whole lot of amateur dicking around, that’s what. Amateur Dicks chronicles 

the hard-boiled, half-baked adventures of four pseudo-sleuths as they attempt to 
solve the various cases they stumble upon. Using carefully honed skills gleaned 

from literally hours of watching 80’s detective shows, the gang embarks on a series  
of action packed adventures...except when they’re feeling super hung-over or 

watching a Murder She Wrote marathon. 
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Amateur Dicks is a short-format  
comedy/detective web series filmed in New 

York. The first season consists of four 10-minute 
episodes. Each episode focuses on a different mystery 

that the gang must solve. These cases usually revolve 
around solving seemingly mundane mysteries that 

the gang blows up into epic, nail-biting adventures. 
The series parodies and pays homage to eighties detec-

tive television shows such as Magnum P.I. and Murder 
She Wrote, as well as classic detective films from  

masters of suspense such as Alfred Hitchcock 
and Roman Polanski.



Director ’s Statement
Growing up a latchkey kid of the Eighties, my primary caretakers, role models 
and spiritual guides were television icons like Magnum P.I., The A-Team and 
MacGyver. These were brilliant, adventure-seeking, charismatic heroes that 
filled my imagination with dreams of solving crimes and taking down the “bad 
guys.” At the same time, I became equally obsessed with the comedy legends that  
I watched on Saturday Night Live, Kids in the Hall and SCTV. Like many non- 
athletic nerds, I quickly realized that becoming a sports car-driving crime- 
fighter that could pull off both a moustache and short shorts was probably not 
in my future. Comedy writing, however, seemed a much more attainable goal. 
So, when my group of friends and collaborators began to brainstorm ideas for  
a web series, the idea to merge our mutual loves of comedy and the Eighties  
action/adventure shows that we grew up on (well, most of us—we had to explain  
Magnum P.I. to our resident millennial) seemed like the perfect premise. Thus 
the Amateur Dicks were born.
