Our Story

As a fangirl myself, I wanted to discuss how others 
felt about identifying as fangirls, the support of our 
fan communities, the pride and occasional 
embarrassment we feel, and most of all the passion 
that drives us–the “squee”. 

 I am extremely proud to have put together a crew 
of women co-creators and a community of women in 
fandom that contribute to the project regularly.

As a docu-series, Squee explores topics of 
womanhood, feminism, representation, creativity and 
production, body image, race, sexuality and more. 

As fangirl creators, we attempt to cover the full 
fandom experience including cosplay, conventions, 
comic books, movies, podcasts, fanfic, episodics, and 
creating spaces for women, girls and femmes to 
collaborate and network in geek-nerd culture.



Creator/Producer/Director Hansi Oppenheimer

Hansi Oppenheimer has a BFA in Video Production 
from SVA and has worked in the Film/TV industry 
since the 90's. 

Her first documentary short “Riding The Broom” was 
distributed by Universal’s Hypnotic.com

She created, wrote & produced the feature 
documentary Color Me Obsessed; A Film about The 
Replacements, which explored the oral history of  the 
band as told by their fans.

Her current project, the independent docu- series 
Squee! explores the challenges facing female fans of 
pop culture and the ways in which fans are 
negotiating those challenges to find fulfillment, 
inspiration, community, and creative expression.



Co-CReator /Post PRODUCER Chinisha Scott

LChinisha Scott is a multi-media artist, educator, and 
grassroots organizer whose experiences in these 
overlapping worlds have informed her storytelling as a 
filmmaker. She began her career at DCTV, teaching NYC 
high school and college students media literacy and 
activism through the art of filmmaking. After a decade 
in the nonprofit world, she left DCTV as the PRO-TV 
Associate Director to pursue her professional 
filmmaking, full-time. She has worked with Okayplayer 
as a shooter/editor, VICELAND as an AE during their 
network launch, and is currently the Co-Creator and  
Post-Producer of the docu- series Squee! about women 
in fandom and Senior Producer for the NY office of Ya 
Momz House, among others.  Chinisha received a NY 
Emmy nomination (2016) and a Robert F. Kennedy Award 
in Journalism for her work on the PBS special Our 
Cameras, Our Stories. She received her MA in Media 
Studies from The New School.

When I was a clinician, I used to practice narrative therapy, 
which helps people rewrite their life stories and make meaning out 
of them.
