He described himself as having High Functioning Autism, which shocked
me but also explained his obvious intelligence. We soon became friends
and | decided to make a short documentary about his work.

Once | was in Detroit, Share the Same Madness became much more than
a title — it was symbolic of an experience as Dennis’ life drew me down a
bizarre rabbit hole of old testament religion and mental illness.

| discovered music is Dennis’ attempt to find a voice outside the rigid
confines of his mother’s home-schooling philosophy and deeply catholic
culture. The artistic expression of his desire to rationalize his mothers
fervent beliefs with his own. For Dennis music is more than just an art
form, its a coping mechanism.
