She studied harp at the Rimsky-Korsakov St. Petersburg State College. After earning her degree, she performed with several Russian philharmonic orchestras and theatres and continued her education at the distance learning school of the Petrozavodsk State Glazunov Conservatory. Tatiana graduated from the Herzen State Pedagogical University with a degree in Fine Arts. In 1992, she joined the Artists Trade Union of Russia. Tatiana’s work has been displayed at personal, national and international exhibitions.  She has taken part in numerous international film festivals and walked away with several top prizes. Under the    name of Fedor Sever (pseudonim) - producer and writer.

Tatiana’s three films, Living Pictures, Visitor, and Bunny, Getting to Know Dad, were added to the Multimedia Director curriculum of the Faculty of Information Technology, Moscow State University of Psychology and Education.
