00:03:50 – Title: "ASKANIA-NOVA RESERVE. KHERSON REGION, UKRAINE. FOUNDED IN 1856 BY FRIEDRICH FALTS-FEIN"
00:04:37 – When dry, they begin to twist in a spiral.
00:04:41 – And when such a “fly” gets into the wool of a sheep or some other animal
00:04:51 – They begin to burrow their way into its fur
00:04:53 – Sometimes even into the skin 
00:04:55 - So this is one of the types of organisms through
00:05:00 - which animals are used to spread and plant seed.
00:05:12 – This is from a red fox. It deposited its faeces here. 
00:05:18 - Zoologists use them to learn what the animal eats.  
00:05:22 - in this case the fox.
00:05:25 – Usually, you find remains of small bones and fur.
00:05:31 – This fur here indicates that the fox caught a rabbit. 
00:05:36 - Because there are no small bones,some fur
00:05:38 - and this fur is of a characteristic color.
00:05:52 – The fox hears them rustling under the snow and catches them. 
00:05:57 - Their remains are different from those of rabbits.
00:06:00 – Mice usually leave behind gray excrement of a smaller size. 
00:06:03 - You find both mouse fur and small bones left behind.
00:06:30 – But for the past two years the hawk didn’t nest here.
00:06:33 - Here there are four nests, it likely used one after the other.
00:06:37 – It nested somewhere else for a while, but has now returned.
00:06:44 – Now I’ll try to flush out the female hawk.
00:06:51 - Pay attention.
00:07:00 – You can see, it just left to find food.
00:07:04 – She hawk ought to have given birth to hatchlings by now.
00:07:13 – So be it.
00:08:15 – Have you seen the old Soviet cartoon “Little Boy and Carlson”?
00:08:17 – Do you remember how they arrived in the attic?
00:08:19 – Carlson walk up to his door and says: 
00:08:28 - “Welcome home, dear Carlson!”
00:08:31 – Did you see what I used to lock the house earlier? A nail! 
00:08:37 - Did you pull it out?
00:08:39 - You do it like this.
00:08:43 – People don’t need anything much here. 
00:08:45 - “The less you have, the harder it is to take away”
00:08:48 - You know...
00:08:53 – This is a radio from the Stalinist time. 00:08:58 - It’s called ‘The World’.
00:09:02 – When the Baltic States joined the Soviet Union
00:09:05 – there was a radio factory called ‘VEF’.
00:09:12 - And so it produced this.
00:09:17 – The case is made of natural wood. 
00:09:21 - Not of plywood as is the case now.
00:09:27 – Here's an interesting clip from a newspaper. 
00:09:32 - Do you know what? That old granny painted it. It’s called her “untitled work”!
00:09:36 – You probably don’t remember…
00:09:38 - But in my day, grandmothers sold sunflower seeds wrapped in old newspapers.
00:09:42 – So there they sit, and behind her is a big advertisement. 
00:09:46 - In it, a naked virgin holds sunflower seeds in her hand.
00:09:51 – And in Latin letters, there’s the word “Seeds”.
00:09:53 – In the foreground is the grandmother.
00:09:56 – And now I'll lift it up, and you’ll see how much dust remains underneath it.
00:10:11 - I’ll leave the dust where it was. But as you can see, there’s a lot left behind.
00:10:14 - Did you see how much dust there was?
00:10:22 – I don’t even remember what the newspaper was.
00:10:29 – I mean what the picture was.
00:10:33 – And it was taken back in the Soviet time!
00:10:41 – The image is hardly visible. 
00:10:43 - But how old is it? 
00:10:45 - Apparently, it has been here for exactly 30 years!
00:11:47 – Here I am 
00:11:49 - The cliff dweller; the keeper of a mysterious egg.
00:11:57 – All this came about, because I turned on the television one time. 
00:12:00 - and there was this movie, ‘An Extraordinary Story, Like a Fairy Tale’, showing. 00:12:05 - It’s  about an ugly duckling.
00:12:07 – And virtually the entire film was shot on the “Askania-Nova reserve”.
00:12:11 – When I first watched that movie, TVs were still in black and white..
00:12:17 – Soon enough, it was my birthday. And I decided to give myself a present
00:12:23 - to go to Askani-Nova that weekend.
00:12:30 – I came. And I stayed.
00:13:29 – Good day! Hello!
00:13:32 - Hello! Good day
00:13:39 – The bus can leave now.
00:13:45 – There are objects of national importance here. And there are some that are internationally renowned.
00:13:49 – That helps us to set our priorities. 00:13:53 - Because the concept of a “biosphere reserve” belongs to an international body
00:13:59 - namely UNESCO.
00:14:01 – And the whole complex we have has has no equivalents anywhere else in the world. 
00:14:06 – So there is a reserve, a zoo, and a dendrological park 
00:14:10 – all in the same place and at the same time.
00:14:19 – They are left in the custody of a nation that destroyed the habitat of these animals.
00:14:24 – Humans are also the natural species. 
00:14:27 – So we must not forget our elder brothers.
00:14:31 – And they are millions of millions of years older than us. 
00:14:34 – They also have a right to exist on this planet.
00:14:37 – And they formed our habitat, the one which we live in.
00:14:56 – Call the post where the herds are grazing - in Area Seven of the park?
00:14:59 - If everything is going alright, then let's call them over the radio.
00:15:10 – Here we are walking around the boundary of the territory.
00:15:12 – And this is a bison.
00:15:15 – This bison is bathing. But he is lonely...
00:15:22 – This bison wandered off from his heard.
00:15:24 – It might cause him some problems.
00:15:32 – This is Bayan. He knows me well; he may come up to us.
00:15:35 – If you pay close attention to him, you’ll see that there are two black spots on his chest.
00:15:38 – There is a reason for that.
00:15:40 – So we have only just brought him back from  Munich Zoo.
00:15:43 – But there, he didn’t have problems mixing with the females.
00:15:46 – Here the females didn’t accept him. 
00:15:46 - And since the guy was insistent, they gave him a hard time.
00:15:52 – They beat him incessantly.
00:15:54 - After that, about three months ago, we separated him from them.
00:15:57 – He had terrible abscesses. Those black spots are what’s left.
00:16:02 – But then everything fell into place for him: He learned to fight and bite, and to stamp.
00:16:07 – That’s women for you. They need cool men to teach them respect.
00:16:29 – Animals!
00:16:31 – And ladies, you see, these zebras are waiting.
00:16:35 - Why do they have such tight stomachs on them?
00:16:37 – This is Chapman the zebra in front of us. 00:16:39 - and then Matilda the camel who has been with us since 1957.
00:16:47 – This is a great-great-great-grandmother, who lives here in Askania.
00:16:51 – Imagine how old she is - and still able to survive!
00:17:03 - And there are also onagers - wild culans - over there in the grass.
00:17:10 - And what’s that over there?
00:17:13 – They might be African buffalos?
00:17:15 – There are black? 
00:17:17 - So yes, they are African buffalos.
00:17:20 – And there’s someone with a long neck.
00:17:23 – No, it seems so it seems?
00:17:29 – The zebra is very dangerous. She stamps her legs like all horses.
00:17:33 - and you need to keep a distance.
0:17:35 – And even more dangerous is the ass.
00:17:37 – But the zebra runs very fast.
00:17:38 - If she decides to take you on, she will run up and gnaw on you with her teeth.
00:17:42 – If horses grasp your arm or hand with their teeth, they do not unclench their jaw.
00:17:49 – They have such a fight back, it’s still necessary to make them open their mouths.
00:17:53 - They’ll still have a bite too
00:17:56 - Take care here.
00:17:59 – For God’s sake! There is nothing really dangerous here. No one will bite you.
00:18:13 - Most of the animals live here all year round, in so-called semi-confined detention.
00:18:18 - We do not interfere in their lives. They mate, give birth to their young, feed, graze themselves.  
00:18:27 - They also have all the necessary skills.
00:18:30 - And, as they move in largely comparative spaces, they have better health.
00:18:44 - See how it twists? From here, the wind shifts.
00:18:57 - Dear colleagues, this is Europe's largest protected steppe. That's true. I checked.   
00:19:06 - If you look around, literally behind these pillars we see a black stripe on the steppe.
00:19:10 - It’s a ridge of trees, set against a bright, silvery-green steppe.
00:19:14 - Falz-Fein set out its boundaries in 1987.
00:20:32 – You cannot see where the sky endsб and where the sea begins.
00:20:36 – What?
00:20:45 – Is there no sand here?
00:20:48 - Where is the sea?
00:20:50 – There is no sand here.
00:20:55 – There would be sand here, if there were a beach, tourists and children.
00:21:07 – How many are there in total?
00:21:12 – 901.
00:21:13 - 901, yes?
00:21:14 - Yes!
00:21:16 – 901 swans.
00:21:20 - There are 500 seagulls.
00:21:23 - Yes. 500 coots.
00:21:33 – And, a little further away, a mallard duck is sitting near the swans.
00:21:40 - The duck is sitting there and so is something even smaller.
00:22:22 – This ruddy shelduck is from the Red list of threatened species. 
00:22:25 - We are reintroducing it into nature.
00:22:47 – In all?
00:22:50 - Happy Birthday!
00:22:54 – After a while, it will dry off, and eventually become a fluffy little shelduck.
00:23:03 – Many, of course, have to move their legs. But they are still slightly weak. 
00:23:08 – So we tie their legs with cords to keep them in place. 
00:23:11 – Sometimes we even do this to the children right after birth.
00:23:15 – There are special orthopedic preparations, 
00:23:19 – But we have everything we need here to tie them together.
00:23:23 – And then, when their legs are set in place, like this, we cut the cords.
00:23:29 – And they become full members of their society.
00:23:35 – We form breeding herds.
00:23:47 – This is a white goose baby.
00:23:50 - It’s probably a mountain goose baby.
00:23:52 – No, it's not mountainous.
00:23:53 – It’s hard to work out, of course, when they are kids.
00:23:58 – There are some that look identical, 
00:24:02 - but there are small differences in the beak, and in the color of their legs.
00:24:06 – What a cutie. He is sitting on the screen.
00:24:13 - He is freezing.
00:24:17 – That’s it. He’s already falling asleep.
00:24:21 - Tell them: “I'm almost asleep.”
00:24:24 - Sweet, sweet baby.
00:24:47 – A simple chorus for singing,
00:24:50 – A bright minus, read in a couple of lines.
00:24:53 – Listen to me, little brother.
00:24:55 - This is "Askania...".
00:24:56 - Definitely not Spain.
00:24:59 – Rifle to the temple, beep beep.... SMS.
00:25:02 - As if made of the sand.
00:25:04 – Pasha, let’s start from the beginning.
00:25:07 – It’s a normal fairytale.
00:25:10 - Harsh grimace
00:25:12 – What a mass?
00:25:13 - What is the mass of pure meat?
00:25:16 – The only difference is that you’re sitting at the window alone,
00:25:20 - Moving on, talking.
00:25:23 – And there is no end to this stream of misfortune.
00:25:27 - Be a man, don’t cry.
00:25:28 – Get out of the mud, stop playing the role of a bad boss.
00:25:32 – Try to be like your father.
00:25:34 - Green on the wrong end.
00:25:36 – Of the ring. Samba, Rumba - dances.
00:25:38 – Stranger to a fight.
00:25:40 – Look at the ground, look at the sky,
00:25:42 – Wherever and whoever you are, don’t give up,  
00:25:45 – And fight for your life.
00:25:48 - Hold on, do not give in.
00:26:12 – It will take flight now.
00:26:15 – Because this is its territory, and it has just heard the call of a rival.
00:26:32 – Perhaps it is singing somewhere far above us where humans can’t hear it.
00:26:38 – But yesterday it came over here and sat down near me.
00:26:51 – Seated on a little branch, it sang ‘I call him, and he answers me’.
00:27:01 – It’s just difficult to see it.
00:27:04 – Yes, it is hard to see this bird in the woods, because he is not obvious.
00:27:15 – It is presumably perched high up, singing.
00:27:21 – Here it is.
00:27:50 – I saw a nightingale and that’s enough.
00:28:29 – I like the way it sings; it is so bold!
00:28:34 - Hello.
00:28:36 – Hello.
00:28:37 – What? Tell me.
00:28:38 – Life is Beautiful.
00:28:39 – Yes?
00:28:40 – Almost.
00:28:41 – And then it hits you in the head.
00:28:42 – A little bit, yes.
00:28:43 – Nevermind, оnce upon a time,
00:28:48 – You find a wife and she fucks with your brain.
00:29:03 – Pasha, get a wife and drink 100 grams.
00:29:06 – This is the ‘Askanian Rule’. I will not meet anyone in Askania, I have all I need here.
00:29:13 – They ask you: "Did you fall in love, why so slow?"
00:29:16 – We'll drink 100 grams, and that's enough.
00:29:19 – That’s the third question. For the 100 grams after these two…
00:29:23 – And tomorrow you'll get married again.
00:29:28 – Here's what you need to be happy: To get married, to fall in love...
00:29:31 – And get a belly. And that's all.
00:29:42 – That doesn’t happen of its own accord?
00:30:10 – My dream is to visit there, someday.
00:30:18 – And experience as much as possible.
00:30:24 – And then you can die contented.
00:30:26 – And I do not want any more marmalade or chocolate.
00:30:30 – Just to see it with my own eyes!
00:30:32 – A massive mountain, a monolith. 
00:30:35 – You can imagine a boulder like this lying near there. A conglomerate...
00:30:40 – In Australia, in the Great Victoria Desert.
00:30:52 – This pond was created in the times of Folz-Fein.
00:30:55 – On a map from 1915, it already exists.
00:30:58 – On the plan of the land by Friedrich Eduard Folz-Fein.
00:31:03 – Even today, when deputies came to see me, I said:
00:31:05 - "Guys, look, there's not a single portrait of him anywhere."
00:31:08 – And we have what here? Just, a portrait of the president…
00:31:12 - I have none, not even a portrait of the founder Friedrich Eduard…
00:31:17 – Because he's the man to whom, of course, we owe all of this.
00:31:21 – This great idea wouldn’t exist, if hadn’t have been realized.  
00:31:26 - And ‘Askania Nova’ would be just be another part of Kherson region.
00:31:29 – And so we have this unique object.
00:31:33 – This is interesting.
00:31:38 – The rosy starlings take off from this.
00:31:42 – Once I was attacked, beaten by an owl.
00:31:47 – It attacked me quite hard - at Chyruk.
00:31:52 – In the national park...
00:31:55 - I found them here too. But over there, they are so arrogant.
00:31:57 - It attacked me because I was trying to get to its babies.
00:32:00 – This one looks decent.
00:32:05 – Look at how cute he is! It was clinging to my foot.
00:32:09 – And I lay down and shook my foot. So it shook it too.
00:32:13 - And I eventually photographed it from my side.
00:32:16 – Cool.
00:32:20 - It drew away from me and vomited the fish.
00:32:31 – This is a sand martin.
00:32:34 – The guys are coming over; they are ready for take-off.
00:33:12 – Oh, let's get it.
00:33:13 – While it is still alive.
00:33:19 – Listen, listen.
00:33:27 – I dreamt that I was in Australia.
00:33:32 – I have dreamt of going there all my life. 00:33:37 – From the moment I began to study geography at school.
00:33:42 – Once I dreamt that I was in Australia
00:33:45 – In a small town as neat as Askania.
00:33:49 – I’m walking along the sidewalk. All around me, people’s houses line up perfectly
00:33:52 – I know that now we are in December winter...
00:33:57 - and there it is summer.
00:34:00 – And I will say: "How good do we have it here?"
00:34:05 – Whilst people in Ukraine are freezing like dogs.
00:34:08 – Then, when I wake up in the morning, it's dreadful.
00:34:13 – I put wood on that oven - everything went up smoke! 
00:34:19 – I can imagine!
00:34:23 – And this house was built in the year 1930.
00:34:28 – Do you know how many people lived here?
00:34:31 – That’s where a bomb fell, during the War.
00:34:41 – Clearly, back then, this was a home.
00:34:43 – It was lethal when it dropped at 11 o'clock.
00:34:52 – It was as tall as the ceiling.
00:34:57 – You know what’s interesting? – He came in without even bending his neck.
00:35:02 – From that corner
00:35:06 – In the elegant black suit. His shirt white, with a tie on...

00:37:53 – Oh, what’s this? Woah-Woah-Woah.
00:37:57 – Wait! The beauty kuravl is scratching.
00:38:05 - I did not see it.
00:38:21 – Look. It’s a very rare sight. The bird is part of the Ukrainian red list.
00:38:29 – It is a sandpiper
00:38:40 – Okay-okay. We’re leaving you here cutie - we won’t bother you anymore.
00:38:57 – Good,good.
00:39:02 – It’s angry
00:39:07 – What should I say, my dear? You’re not really big. Just unusual.
00:39:22 – Wow! How wound up it is!
00:39:28 – Wait!
00:39:41 – This is so you cannot use your claws.
00:39:45 – You’re quite big.
00:39:48 – Good boy.
00:39:50 – Do not tear at me with your claws.
00:39:53 – Freedom. Freedom for the falcons!
00:39:58 – And so it’s ready to fly and has already taken off.
00:40:11 – I cannot help but admire nature. 
00:40:14 – So many don’t have the chance to work out in it.
00:40:18 – For me, this is like a balm for the soul – 
00:40:20 – spending time in places where nature is still preserved to some extent.
00:42:23 – That’ll do. You’re spilling more than you are pouring.
00:42:28 – Well then, drink. 
00:42:30 – It’s of Askanian origin, because I have  never heard one like it made anywhere else.
00:42:33 – The shortest toast is: "That you live, and that I have not yet died."
00:42:54 – One can say that I’m the last of the Mohicans.
00:42:56 – You’re from the old school, you old-timer.
00:43:00 – In 1976, everyone wanted to work at the zoo. On the reserve...
00:43:06 – People were drawn here back then. Why?

00:43:16 - But we could not go to India, so we wanted to go somewhere different at least.
00:43:21 – Some to this reservation, some to the moose farm, some to the Perchersk Reservation in Kyiv.
00:43:27 - There was also a large moose farm here!
00:43:30 - But we also had a lot of young people here.
00:43:34 – Of course, it is wonderful in Askania. 00:43:36 – There is very beautiful. There is something to see.
00:43:40 – But to appreciate it all, you need to share it with people.
00:43:46 – When you come to visit...
00:43:49 – I, for example, feel more and more open every time I return to Askania.
00:43:52 – And you tell people: “That's how it was, that’s how it remains!”
00:43:56 – Look at what beauty there is!
00:43:58 - I’ll tell you honestly, I tried to leave Askania a few times. 
00:44:03 – But it never worked out.
00:44:04 – Something keeps you here. What it is, I do not know.
00:47:07 – I don’t know what it is, either.
00:44:11 – It draws you in, right?
00:44:24 – This mountain is monolithic. You see, the stones are all part of a whole.
00:44:27 – Which is stuck to the earth's crust
00:44:29 - There are some caves to be found there?
00:44:31 – No. Because it is monolithic, there are none there.
00:44:34 – Is it formed by erosion?
00:44:36 – Yes, erosion.
00:44:38 – But I believe that a meteorite fell to Earth and sped up its development.
00:44:47 – The Earth began to rotate much faster.

00:45:22 – I lost my voice, caught a cold. Cut my hair short like a Taliban.
00:45:28 – Hip-hop rocks and breaks an Aarmalite. 00:45:33 – Will set a monolith, an underground voice
00:45:34 – The commander talks, and walks in between the concrete panels.
00:45:37 – In my head, a manuscript bursts out.
00:45:40 – The meaning is hidden in between the lines.
00:45:42 - Eucalyptus smells, bitch. Tlif is on the shoulder.
00:45:45 – When you get up there, the top, call the elevator.
00:45:48 - Well, if we look over the edge, we won’t catch sight of it.
00:45:51 - With our mind, We fogged up the alphabet 00:45:56 – Yes, yes, this is Askania, not Spain.
00:45:59 – A protected steppe zone - quiet streets, little lanes.
00:46:26 – The only thing that enrages me, guys, are the little kids who break bottles. 
00:46:33 – When we were little, we used to run barefoot all the time.
00:46:36 - And now you can’t.
00:46:39 – If you have finished drinking that bottle of beer, take it and put it somewhere.
00: 46:41 - Some poor people will come and take the 
bottle -
00:46:45 - The empty bottle
00:46:47 – They’re running – pow, pow.
00:46:49 – This windows are broken. It infuriates me. I was brought up better than this!
00:46:56 – It’s barbaric.
00:46:58 – Look! What’s going on? Hey, you lousy dog, take that garbage and put it in the dumpster!
00:47:05 – No! Take it – pah! – you’re shitting on people’s souls.
