Lost Wax

Voice Over: The children create their own wax figures.

The molds are attached to cast cups.

A liquid ceramic is being poured over the wax forms, an investment is being formed.

Extra ceramic is being painted on to further strengthen the investment.

When heated, the wax melts and flows out of the investment. The original wax form is lost.

A bed of sand is being prepared for the molds.

The bronze is more than a thousand degrees when it is being poured into the empty investment.
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When hammering out the bronzes, the shell is destroyed and cannot be reused. That is why one speaks of the "lost wax process".

The bronzes remain overnight in a bath of dangerous, highly corrosive acid.

No acid is to remain on the bronzes.

The pieces are released from their cups and the cast sprues. They are sanded off afterwards.

In order to give the bronze a beautiful color, the children are applying special acids which creates a patina.
