Failing Light 
 is a promotional film which has been directed, 

filmed and choreographed by Rossano B. Maniscalchi, it was 
commissioned by DAMI, one of Italy’s finest purveyors 

of handmade luxury crocodile footwear. 
Dami sneakers are sleek and futuristic in style – it was 

important to reflect the vitality of their striking patina and 
supreme quality with a theme that set them aside from 
the norm. The storyline is based on 3 post apocalyptic 

humanoids who raise from an eternal sleep to the light of the 
morning sun, streaming through barred windows onto their 

tribally decorated bodies. As they assume a conscious state, 
they walk in a zombie like fashion to an open hall where the 

viewer is introduced to the crocodile sneakers worn by one of 
the further 3 humanoids that appear. 

The shoes instantaneously empower the feet of the 
humanoids who sprint, leap and dart around in their search 
for the unknown. They finally discover three dodecahedron 

frameworks and climb into the central one to form a 
circle around one of the pairs of sneakers to which 
they pay homage by raising their hands to the sky, 

as if to offer their discovery to the gods. 
Rossano Maniscalchi has used elements of his lighting and 
photographic techniques to enhance the film as an artistic 
study into which the product is incorporated as part of a 
brief dreamlike story. The setting is a disused warehouse 
in Monsumanno, Northern Italy. The product footage is 
limited, yet powerfully executed as the dust flies when 

the shoes fuel the feet of the humanoids with an 
electrifying form of energy.
