Along with his Mother’s
prayers, a light begins to illuminate the room. The light
gathers into the shape of a being - a LIGHT BEING. The
Light Being leads Jose’ out of the darkness and into a
bountiful garden where the light is revealed to be an
aura around the person of the LORD JESUS.

Jose’ sees Jesus and realizes he is really dead but
doesn’t understand how he merits being with the Lord.
Jesus reveals that he has heard Jose’s Mother’s prayers
and reminds Jose’ that he is, “a great artist” but has,
“forgotten the work he was sent to do.” Jose’ 1s saddened
as he feels it is too late, but Jesus gives him a new
name, SHIDRA, and pushes him off the edge of a high
cliff.
