As a biology teacher, I learned not only to understand biological relationships, but also to prepare exciting and entertaining lessons. However, I had to realize that the narratives in class and the storytelling in a film are nevertheless very different. I my documentary movie I would have liked to go into more detail, but I realized that this is not always possible. On the one hand, because it would be too complicated for many, and on the other hand, because I missed the pictures (e.g. microscopic pictures). The balance between telling a story and providing biological facts must be practiced further on. However, I am overjoyed to have realized my first animal documentary 20 years later.
