Biography and filmography of the author

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mitja Manček was born in year 1987 in Postojna, Slovenia. He started drawing way before he was in school. In 1996 he started drawing comics and writing lyrics for Gusars band, where he was the lead singer. In 1998 he started animating his first animated film, which was made one year after. He continued to pursue this path as this was the way to combine both of his main interests- music and drawing merging them into his film. After making six drawn animations he tried scratching on film in 2005. He finished his first scratched animated film in 2007, when he was accepted to study animation in Film School Zlín in Czech Republic. He got a specialist diploma two years later with 2Dcomputer animated film. In 2010 he got self-employed in culture in Slovenia and made some 2D animated films prior to scratching Composition in 2015, for which he got national award. In 2018 he got his first film budget from Ministry of Culture, next year his film project received support from national television. He made 19 animated films with total length of 92 minutes:
