Constantine Peter Cavafy aka C. P. Cavafy; (April 29, 1863 – April 29, 1933) the famous Greek poet, who gave us Ithaca (1911), that was inspired by Homeric epic poem Odyssey and praises the value of travel, wrote The City (1910) a year ago. He was an Egyptiot Greek poet, journalist and civil servant. His consciously individual style earned him a place among the most important figures not only in Greek poetry, but in Western poetry as well. During his lifetime, he consistently refused to formally publish his work and preferred to share it through local newspapers and magazines, or even print it out himself and give it away to anyone interested. 

Cavafy was a perfectionist, obsessively refining every single line of his poetry. Cavafy drew his themes from personal experience, along with a deep knowledge of history, especially of the Hellenistic era. He is known for his prosaic use of metaphors, his brilliant use of historical imagery, and his aesthetic perfectionism. These attributes, amongst others, have assured him an enduring place in the literary pantheon of the Western World. 

E. M. Forster knew him personally and wrote a memoir of him. Forster, Arnold J. Toynbee, and T. S. Eliot were among the earliest promoters of Cavafy in the English-speaking world before the Second World War. In 1966, David Hockney made a series of prints to illustrate a selection of Cavafy's poems.
