the inirial bombardment. The deaths
of innocent civilians only escalated
as routes out of the city were cut off
and supplies of food and medicine

dwirsdled.

Varipus Intermational human rights
organizations have condemned the
indizcriminate bombing of innocent
rieen, wornen, and children--as well
as the deliberate ghetroization of the
city of Sehwan. Just last month, a

statement of condemnation was
issued from the Afghan Foreign
Office following denial of passage for
foreign relief afforts by state forces.
Amnesty International has also ex-
pressed concern about unconfirmed
mepocts of weaponized robots being
used o hunt down and shoot [ndi-
widual targets by both sides. The
technology hehind these robats is
umielear and thers is no indication of
how auch weapons are given and
identify thelp garmars
