Struggling as a husband and father, 
Michael is an estranged middle aged 
only son, who endured a childhood 
of his father’s substance abuse and 
neglect, left to be raised by his 
mother who inflicted emotional 
wounds from her misdirected rage. 



KEN

Ken is an impulsive, risk-seeking 
Vietnam Veteran with a superficial 
demeanor, just as endearing as he is 
odious, who uses alcohol to appease 
feeling misunderstood and relies on 
humor and demonstrative actions to 
cope with his fear of intimacy.

Sparked by the discovery of his father’s cancer riddled corpse, Michael travels from 
Los Angeles to Niles, Michigan to attend to his father’s affairs and plan his memorial, 
yet the files he discovers in his father’s basement changes his perception forever.
