Even when 
forced into therapy by his parents, he somehow manages to take control 
and tilt the situation in his favor.  

Look Up! was shot during the final days before the United States shut 
down due to the Covid 19 pandemic; in fact, the final scene, shot at the 
Student Center at Portland State University, was shot moments before the 
custodial staff locked the doors.
