After a search through the
neighbourhood, she is found disoriented in a park. The family takes
Esther to a nursing home. Esther sits in a corner waiting for them to

come back for her so she can go home.

Juan Pablo Rendón is a young film director, from Medellín
City, his passion for the arts has been present with him
since his childhood, he dreams of being able to make films
and experiment among things that Colombia still lacks
cinematographically, he has participated in the making of six
short films made with his audiovisual collective and together
with the ITM Faculty of Arts. These have been highlighted
by their teachers and spectators, his previous project, Who
Said No, a Short Film Documentary about a blind woman
and her story of overcoming, was selected in various
festivals in the United States and Europe.
