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JACK RITCHIE
Jack Ritchie was a prolific writer of short stories, with his 
work appearing in an extraordinary variety of periodicals 
and newspapers. He contributed a number of 
"hard-boiled" stories to Manhunt magazine throughout the 
1950s with other stories appearing in such diverse 
publications. 

Ritchie loved exploring all aspects of the mystery genre, 
typically building up a story to an unusual plot twist that 
would easily deceive the readers. This made Jack Ritchie 
one of Alfred Hitchcock's most admired writers in the 
genre.

In fact it was to Alfred Hitchcock's Mystery Magazine that 
Ritchie sold more stories than any other periodical: 123 
stories over a period of 23 years. Some of these stories 
were filmed for the popular television series "Alfred 
Hitchcock Presents".
