As the group
is plunged into darkness, not knowing if they will ever see the light again, the
memories of a young man — and the many that became victims before him — emerge.
A reflection of police brutality in today’s world.

Director’s statement

On June 5th, 2020, hundreds of Mexicans marched towards the prosecutor’s office in
Guadalajara, Jalisco to demand justice for the death of Giovanni Lépez, killed by
police officers a month earlier. But before the protest even started, more than a
hundred people were illegally detained — kidnapped — by state elements. The
demonstration never happened. After many hours of intimidation and violence, the
detainees were taken to remote places far away from the city and finally released:
threatened, fearing for their lives, changed forever.

We watched this happen in real time through social media. We also saw how, little by
little, the horrific events of those days were slowly forgotten. But the victims are still
with us today. In the absence of video footage and other records of that day, and
fueled by frustration and impotence, we set out to make a film that recreated, as
faithfully as possible (and with the help of those who were there), what happened on
that day. This is just an example of the violence and repression that often comes from
those who are supposed to protect us. We hope that we never forget it, and that
history won't repeat itself so easily.



El 5 de junio de 2020, mds de cien personas que iban en camino o se encontraban cerca de la Fiscalia de Jalisco
en Guadalajara fueron detenidas — privadas de su libertad — por elementos del estado. La manifestacién, la
segunda para exigir justicia por la muerte de Giovanni Lépez en manos de la policia, nunca sucedié. Después de
horas de intimidacién y violencia, los detenidos fueron llevados a lugares remotos lejos de la ciudad y,
finalmente, los dejaron ir: amenazados, incomunicados, cambiados para siempre.

Todos lo vimos suceder en tiempo real a través de las redes sociales. También vimos cémo, poco a poco, los
eventos de aquellos dias se fueron olvidando por completo. Pero las victimas siguen con nosotros, y los muertos
siguen muertos. Ante la ausencia de videos y otros registros de lo sucedido, decidimos hacer un cortometraje
que recreara, de la manera mds fiel posible (y con la ayuda de los que estuvieron ahi) lo que pasé. Esta pelicula
nace de la frustracién y la impotencia, y es un ejemplo de la violencia y represién que a veces viene de los que
deberian de protegernos. Esperamos que no se olvide, y que la historia no se repita tan facilmente.

Humberto Flores Jéuregui is a Mexican director, post producer
and editor. He received his bachelor degree in Communication
and Audiovisual Arts at ITESO in Guadalajara, Jalisco, México.
His work as an editor has been shown in national and
international festivals, such as the 63th Valladolid International
Film Festival (SEMNICI) — with the short film Callback (2018) by
Gerardo Mordn — and the 16th Morelia International Film
Festival (FICM) — with In Silence We Exist (2018) by Héctor
Ibarra Jiménez.

His first short film as director, Entambado (2020), premiered at

Macabro XIX Mexico City International Horror Film Festival. His short film Fifth of
June (2021) won the Special Mention award for Mexican Fiction Short Film at the
19th Morelia International Film Festival (FICM), and is part of the 2022 Tribeca Film
