From the Director:
My upbringing has shaped how I approach my work and the things that capture my interest. Raised on a small 
homestead in Ireland, I was given a childhood that many can only dream of. It was full of hard work - dirty and, 
sometimes, bloody work - but not a moment of it do I regret. From the haymaking on hot summer days and 
washing off in the stream at night, to preparing the Christmas geese with my mother, we were given a 
grounding that lay close to the land and were taught to respect it and those around us. One of my favourite 
memories, and one we still do, was to sit around the open fire, 6ft. wide, and listen to my mother tell tales of little 
fairies, strange ghostly stories, and all of the old local legends. It is that memory I wish to share, and I wish to share
