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Marc Levin is an award-winning, independent filmmaker dedicated to telling 
powerful, real stories in a unique, authentic style. He has won four Emmys, 
four duPont-Columbia awards, the Peabody Award, the Grand Jury Prize at 
Sundance, and the Camera d’Or at the Cannes Film Festival, among other prominent accolades. 

Highlights of his vast body of work include SLAM, his breakout festival hit film about the impact of the spoken word movement; Brick City, the groundbreaking docu-series about the city of Newark, New Jersey and its charismatic Mayor Cory Booker; Gang War: Bangin’ in Little Rock and the Emmy-winning Thug Life in DC, both for HBO; and Chicagoland, an 8-hour docu-series for CNN and Robert Redford’s Sundance Productions, nominated for an IDA award for Best Limited Series. 

One of America’s most respected filmmakers, Levin has directed over a dozen acclaimed documentaries for HBO, with his producing partner, Daphne Pinkerson, including one about their own changing neighborhood in Chelsea, in New York City, Class Divide, winner of the DOC NYC Grand Jury Prize.  He was also Executive Producer on the Emmy Award-winning HBO documentaries I Am Evidence and Baltimore Rising, winner of the Cinema Eye award for Outstanding non-fiction documentary.  In 1998, Levin and Pinkerson worked with TV journalist Bill Moyers on NBC Dateline’s profile of the OKC bombing: Oklahoma City- One Year Later.  They reunited with Moyers on Rikers: An American Jail, which won the Robert F Kennedy Human Rights award for Media Advocacy.  Levin and filmmaker Mark Benjamin teamed up with Robert Redford and Paul Allen to executive produce the Animal Planet series Ocean Warriors, which won the Jackson Hole Wildlife Film Festival Award for Best Limited Series. 

Levin’s work in scripted TV includes show running and directing the 
Showtime series Street Time.  He has also worked with Dick Wolf as a Director 
on Law & Order and in 2017 they teamed up on the 6-hour doc-series Inside 
the FBI: New York.  Currently Levin, is at work with Kevin Garnett’s production company Content Cartel, Village Roadshow, Happy Madison, and Elara Films on Lo Lifes for HBO Max, a scripted series based on the exploits of Vic Lo and his Polo boosting crew in Brooklyn.  Also in the works is Prince Pius a scripted drama based on the Nigerian gentleman kingpin and gem smuggler Pius Ailman. 

In 2020 Levin’s film Stockton On My Mind premiered on HBO which follows then 29-year-old Mayor Michael Tubbs’ bold initiatives to provide more 
opportunities for the youth of his city.  The film was nominated for an Emmy for Outstanding Public Affairs Documentary.  Levin also executive produced I Promise, which chronicles the first year of the innovative Akron public school created by LeBron James and his foundation.  In September of 2021, I Promise went up as a global release on YouTube.  I Promise was honored by the African American Film Critics Association as the Best Short Form Series and winner of the 2022 Content Innovation Award for Best Documentary.  Stockton On My Mind and I Promise were both selected for world premieres at the 2020 Tribeca Film Festival.

In 2021, Levin was the Executive Producer on 3 films: Kevin Garnett: Anything Is Possible for Showtime which chronicles Garnett’s legacy and unprecedented journey from teenage basketball phenom to game-changing superstar. The Emmy nominated The Slow Hustle for HBO, a follow up to Baltimore Rising that unravels a mystery that reveals the depth of corruption and complexities of policing in urban America today.   Adrienne, also for HBO, that profiles the illustrious life and shocking death of filmmaker Adrienne Shelly and her family's journey through unfathomable tragedy. 

Marc is currently in production on four new documentaries: the impact Guaranteed Income programs have on US citizens and the public opinion surrounding this controversial concept; a revisit to Oklahoma City 25 years after the bombing and its rippling influence on the rest of the country; a profile of formerly incarcerated Halim Flowers whom he met in the DC jail during the filming of SLAM and was featured in Levin’s film Thug Life in DC and, profiling his remarkable journey entitled Halim: Super Predator to Super Hero; and Weldon & Unlikely Allies the story of Weldon Angelos, a young Salt Lake City Hip Hop producer who received a mandatory 55 year jail sentence for a small marijuana sale. 

Marc is a member of the Directors Guild of America and the Television Academy.
