This version restores the WIT and HUMOR 
Voltaire intended, with SIMPLICITY, LOGIC and HISTORY.



Similar projects and successes:

- Hulu production about Catherine the Great. 
  Expands on Russian historical gossip. 

- The wives of Henry VIII tell their stories 
  in a battle for who was most miserable.

- Story of Alexander Hamilton reworked for 
  a modern urban audience.

- Animated shows with a main character 
  searching a cruel world for his place in it.



How it will pay:

Low production cost. 
Long shelf life.

Secondary markets.



This process cuts out several expensive steps in the 
animation pipeline. Rough storyboards are replaced 
with design work in progress animatics.

2D Puppets go into shots with reference backgrounds. 
New poses are added.  Move on to the next.
