Many years ago I flew to Kamchatka with a dream to make
adocumentary about foxes. But, instead, my first documentary portrayed

the lives of bears — animals that are, alas, too straightforward to love
with all your heart. But foxes! They are charismatic, intelligent, canny

characters — ready every minute to deceive you and, as I often joke,
foxes do not want to eat me.

Long before this project began, I understood that it would take
several years for the story of foxes to become honest, real, and true.

I went on the first expedition in 2019, and the filming started in
spring 2020. That first season, we spent 7 months in the wild. A year
later we plucked up the courage to spend 12 months immersed in film
observation — from winter to winter.

Why are we committing so much time to make this film? We want
to show the real stories and personalities of foxes who live in the wild.
To do this, you need to live through their joys and losses, you need to
see how their lives develop, and you need to settle next to them in their
wild world.

Even foxes are sometimes surprised by our persistence. Watching
us, they seem to chuckle at how we pour water out of our boots after

a rainstorm, tremble in three jackets when the weather is bad, arrive
before dawn and leave after sunset. For them we are strange, funny
creatures, poorly prepared for life outside of civilization. And so some
moments become priceless when wilderness, where the rules are cruel
and everything struggles for survival, begins to open up and trust us —
people who over the past centuries have become complete strangers to
the wild.

Three years living with foxes in their natural habitat gave us
a challenge and an opportunity to learn something: each animal has
its character, its destiny, and its right to exist — as much as we have
that right. Extinction of animal species, like most high-profile crimes,
occurs without much publicity. According to tragic statistics, every year
more species of animals go extinct. Homo sapiens lose their sapience,
their intelligence, in their over-consumption. But we sincerely believe
there are “civilized” people who share our ideas. And our honest fox tales
show how beautiful the inhabited planet is and shows that true freedom
doesn’'t begin where we usually look.

LOCATION — THE KRONOTSKY RESERVE

The events of our film take place in one of the most beautiful and volatile places on the planet.
Kamchatka is a part of the Pacific Ring of Fire: thrusting upward through the surface of our peninsula
rise about three hundred volcanoes, twenty-nine of which are active. Earthquakes occur every day, and
the ground exhales thermal springs and fumaroles.

Slag wastelands and impassable thickets, black volcanic beaches and colorful tundra, ever-frozen
glaciers and fire-breathing giant volcanoes — all abound on this peninsula.

For almost a hundred years, unique nature in its original form has been preserved by the Kronotsky
Reserve — one of 108 Russian zapovedniki, nature reserves that provide the world’s strictest level
of protection. On the territory of the reserve are found the most famous natural objects of this fiery
peninsula: the Valley of Geysers, second largest gathering of geysers on earth; Kuril Lake, home to one of
the largest populations of protected brown bears in the world; and Kronotskoe Lake, in which processes
of modern speciation can be seen today. The Kronotsky Reserve preserves 429 species of animals, 70 of
which are listed as rare or endangered species by Russia’s Red Data Book. Among them are the Kamchatka
subspecies of reindeer, sea otter, and Steller’s sea eagle. And the foxes in the reserve are special — with
characters and habits that have been formed for centuries without human influence.

A PLACE OF STRENGTH

The film crew lives next door to foxes in the reserve near Kronotskoe
Lake, the largest freshwater reservoir in Kamchatka. The life of animals
and plants, along with the entire ecosystem that exists in the lake area,
depends on the lake’s preservation.

This territory has experienced human impact in the past. In the
years when the reserve was abolished, geological exploration was
carried out here, settlements were erected, and attempts were made
to build a hydroelectric power station. It will take centuries for these
anthropogenic footprints to heal.

New ideas for mega-projects still arise for industrial development at
such places as Kronotskoe Lake, even though those places are protected
by the status of a specially protected natural area. Any successful
implementation of such ideas would threaten to destroy the unique
ecosystem that has existed for many years.

When the whole world becomes anthropogenically disturbed,
importance increases for those corners of the Earth where you can still
admire dense forests, full-flowing rivers, and free wild animals. It’s time
to realize that preserving nature in its pristine condition will bring more
benefits to mankind than economic development.

A nature reserve is a place of power. Each person needs to be
filled with energy, to be inspired by the beauty and richness of nature.
“Kamchatka Fire Foxes” is a film created to convey this beauty to the
viewer, to offer a touching image of the perfection and vulnerability of
the world.

FILMING BEGINS.
EXPECTATIONS MEET REALITY

Penelope and Tyson seemed like a perfect couple. Tyson, a full-
grown and successful hunter with impressive dominant traits, seemed
a fine mate for Penelope, a bold fox of a rare silver color. We found their
burrow in the protected tundra at the foot of Kronotsky volcano during a
reconnaissance expedition in summer of 2019. While our team explored
the most beautiful places of the Kronotsky nature reserve to select sites
for filming, we returned often near their burrow to get acquainted with
the future heroes of our film.

We studied dozens of fox burrows and were convinced that Penelope
and Tyson would become the central characters in our film. We made
plans to come back in the spring to shoot the story of this impressive
family.

But the main screenwriter of our film is nature. Full of expectations,
we returned to Kronotsky in 2020 and didn’t find Tyson. His place in
Penelope’s heart and burrow had been taken by a timid young fox, whom
we decided to call Wind and who seemed to be afraid of his own tail. So
our film would tell a completely different story.

A FOX CALLED WIND. THERE IS LUCK IN LIFE

What cannot be taken away from Wind is his speed — trying to catch
him is like trying to catch the wind whistling across a field! Penelope’s
new partner was completely unlike Tyson, the past master of the tundra.
Or so we believed at first.

Timid and insecure, Wind was ready to give away all the rodents that
he caught, if only so that he could be left alone. When family fights began,
he preferred to tremble in the bushes. Only an amazing combination of
circumstances, in months ahead, would allow this obvious outsider to
take his place as a leader on the vast lands of the Kronotsky tundra.

In his new role, for now, little went well for Wind. Powerful Penelope
often showed who the head was in their burrow — she snapped, bit, and
once even kicked Wind out of the burrow!

Filming a cowardly fox was not easy. Whenever he saw us, even
from afar, Wind rushed away, and a minute later he was gone beyond
the horizon. But over time he got used to the fact that we are always
around somewhere and that nothing terrible happens in our presence.
And Penelope set an example: she simply went about her own business,
as if we were not there.

With Penelope and Wind’s family, we spent seven months on the
first filming expedition in 2020. We had expected to shoot another pair
of foxes on the Pacific coast, but these plans were destined not to come
true.

THE OCEAN
AND THE FOXES LIVING AT THE COAST

Longbeaches with black volcanic sand and fabulous views of dormant
volcanoes stretch along the coast of the Pacific Ocean. In this fantastic
landscape, only a hundred meters from the ocean, we discovered a fox
burrow and decided to shoot a story about two families, both living in
the neighborhood near Kronotsky volcano, but in completely different
landscapes.

The head of the burrow is a bright, charismatic fox whom we named
Mars. When he first saw our team, he ran to meet us as if he was our
boss: we had to give way! Mars always appears as if out of nowhere. He
is a wonderful hunter, he preys with equal success on rodents, fish and
birds, and he bravely swims across rivers.

When we first met in 2019, we found Mars with a family: together
with a she-fox, they were bringing up 6 pups. A year later, the couple
expected offspring again — and we expected our film would glow with
beautiful shots of their touching story of caring for pups.

But our hopes collapsed overnight. The young she-fox disappeared.
Most likely, she became the victim of a wolf that, we learned from
a picture taken by a camera trap, had been prowling nearby. Mars was left
alone. For a whole year he stayed away from the burrow. Our filming by
the ocean had failed. With wildlife, we knew, it is impossible to predict
the course of events in advance. But we didn’t know something else: that
was not the end of Mars’s story...

THE FIRST OFFSPRING
OF INEXPERIENCED PARENTS

Foxes can live in the most difficult conditions. They make burrows
in sand dunes and even in rocks, but prefer cozy hillsides. In one such
burrow overlooking Kronotsky volcano, the first offspring of Penelope
and Wind appeared: the former alliance with Tyson, alas, was childless.

Both parents lacked experience. Penelope wasn't prone to nurturing
and preferred to watch the pups playing rather than to participate. Wind,
struggling to meet his new role, relentlessly brought rodents and birds.
More than once, we saw him timidly approaching the burrow with mice
in his mouth and — as the children rushed to meet him — then throw
everything and go hide in the bushes in fear.

However, the couple successfully raised four fox pups. Bears,
wolverines, and wolves visited their burrow. Once, a hungry she-wolf
waited for several days at the burrow. The selfless parents coped even
with such stubborn persecution.

The wolf retreated. Penelope moved the pups to distant burrows
overgrown with creeping pine. It was the safest place for the pups:
when a predator appeared, they quickly disappeared into thickets with
numerous hidden tunnels inside. But this added stress to us during
filming, because in cedar thickets it is difficult to predict when a bear
will suddenly appear.

YOUNG FOXES. ADULTHOOD BEGINS

Few animals on the planet remain together as a couple after the birth
of offspring. Male foxes stay with females, but they have to fight to expel
grown pups from the territory: these are the conditions for the survival
of the species.

Having completed the autumn fights within the family, the young
foxes left home. We watched some occupy burrows in creeping pines.
Others preferred the cozy slopes of the river on the other side of the
tundra. (Sometimes foxes that don’t start their family in the first year stay
with their parents to help feed and raise the next offspring.)

Penelope and Wind went back to their old burrow at the foot of
Kronotsky volcano. The first shooting season ended this way, a season
that we spent with the fire foxes of Kamchatka in the most beautiful
place on Earth.

KAMCHATKA WINTER TEST

In 2021, we came back to the peninsula in the midst of winter, at the
end of January. In such weather,a mature fox wouldn't go out of the burrow.
This is the most difficult time for both the cameraman and the heroes of

the film. Filming in the Kamchatka winter is technically difficult due to

strong winds and blizzards. The equipment must withstand temperature
differences and high humidity. We used only heavy and stable tripods,
which significantly added to the weight of our backpacks.

But winter brings the most impressive shots: against the background
of white snow and the bright blue sky, foxes look even fierier! In winter,
sunset is a truly fiery show; snowstorms create the atmosphere of a fairy
tale. Strong winds and frosts show the character of our heroes.

We hoped that Penelope and Wind could survive the harsh
Kamchatka winter, and we were looking forward to meeting them.

Wind met us first. We barely recognized our old friend in this now-
imposing fox with beautiful thick fur. In the winter, he started to look
even better and, obviously, added courage. For wintering, the foxes chose
the old burrow, where their first offspring with Penelope was born.

Thejoy of seeing Wind’s changing character was darkened by growing
anxiety. We spent a few days at the burrow, but we couldn’t see Penelope.
Driving away heavy thoughts, we plunged into the filming process.

Finally, Penelope returned, arrogantly looked at us, and slipped into
the burrow. She is still strong, successful in hunting and beautiful. The
couple continued to own the vast tundra. We hoped that the middle-
aged she-fox would have another chance to raise offspring.

On our first expedition, we failed at shooting the stories of two
fox families during the same months. The most charismatic fox of the
Kronotsky reserve, Mars, had lost his family in the spring. He spent
a whole year alone, continuing to protect his territory from strangers.

After returning in 2021, we quickly went to the coast to find Mars.
The Pacific Ocean met us with a strong storm: the waves were breaking
on the shore like exploding bombs, throwing huge blocks of ice ashore.
In a fierce blizzard, we didn't move away from each other even a few
meters to avoid getting lost.

In the morning the storm finished, and the coast was adorned with
ice that shined in sunlight like precious stones. That fabulous morning,
we saw Mars with a young fox. She was Zlata. The couple had an obvious
age difference. Mars by fox standards was in his prime. Zlata, judging by
her small size, recently lived with her parents.

Mars didn't let Zlata go anywhere alone. He always accompanied her
on trips to the dangerous coast, and he worried and fussed around her,
trying to protect her from the waves. Late in the storm, when the wind
subsided and it was snowing, the foxes chose to lie together, clinging to
each other’s fluffy sides and watching snowflakes fall.

Mars and Zlata more often. The time for fox pups was approaching.

One day we only got to the coast by evening. The difficult trail was
exhausting, and we expected to take a little break before seeing the foxes.
But we had a feeling: we must hurry up. And we were right! With our
binoculars we could see a bear, digging and trampling Mars and Zlata’s
burrow. The hungry predator was fighting to get to the foxes.

We hurried to help. Noticing people, the bear retreated. But it
had already managed to destroy the burrow as much as if a bomb had
exploded in the place. Even seeing what that predator is capable of is
scary.

Zlata appeared from the burrow. She was shaking. Nobody knows
how many hours she had spent inside. Later, we learned that during the
attack she courageously protected the newborn foxes, and that’s why
she didn’t leave the burrow. Even in such a small creature, a huge force
awakens when it comes to saving children.

He even
claimed to be the head of the family! To feed six fox pups, he hunted a lot
and coped well with their upbringing.

We saw the evolution of this fox’s character with our eyes. Wind
is unlikely to become an alpha male of the Kronotsky tundra. But he
definitely wasn’t the helpless fox wed known before.

Wed been living next to wild foxes for two years, but they kept finding
something to surprise us. The real gift of the new shooting season was
unusual — a fox community.

Not far from our usual filming location, we found another couple
of foxes. Suddenly the two couples began behaving like neighbors, and
they were also parents. All at once! Among these four adult foxes, they
had 7 fox pups, which got mixed up and spent all their time together.It
seemed as if the parents no longer distinguished between their own pups
and other pups and simply took care of everyone. Even the fathers of the
families did not compete but played together as children.

The fox community settled in a place that was picturesque and
abundant: on a narrow strip of land between the ocean and a river.
In addition to rodents and birds, they could easily hunt for fish here.
Therefore, two large families could get along so easily.

There are foxes-explorers. They indiscriminately pursue our team
in the hope of gnawing on or stealing something. They especially like
flashlights and laces! There are fearless daredevils and pedantic neat
foxes. Scary, curious, careful. But none of Kronotsky’s foxes are similar.

We became convinced of this after a close acquaintance with the
inhabitants of the “fox community”. Having seen a man for the first
time, they rushed... to meet us! The greeting ceremony was special. First,
a fox dad chewed on the cameraman’s boot, then the fox pups joined
in. If they had been a little more insistent, the cameraman would have
had to sacrifice his shoes — any resistance makes foxes not trust new
creatures. We defended only our camera, which the fearless “communal”
foxes also attempted to destroy.

Every new day of filming strengthens our confidence that humans
are guests in this beautiful world, where every animal is an individual
with its own character, personality, and a very difficult but bright story.

THE GAME OF LIFE: WHAT DANGER DOES THE
OCEAN POSE?

Foxes living by the ocean often bring toys to their pups: sometimes
an old boot or a bright orange fishing float. At the age of two months, fox
pups already run far from the burrow trying to explore the world and
then they themselves bring fishing floats, bottles, and scraps of nets from
the coast.

Our film is set in a protected area with a special security regime,
where there are no people for tens of kilometers around. Not a single road
leads to this place, and you can only get there by helicopter or ship. But
every day, the ocean throws up pounds of plastic. Wild beaches, which
no man has visited for decades, are trashed by the waste of civilization.

Rubbish cannot be removed: with each tide it reappears. According
to scientists, eight out of ten objects enter the ocean from land. Throwing
a bottle in Moscow, Tokyo, or New York, it is important to understand
that this piece of plastic will sooner or later enter the World Ocean,
threatening not only marine inhabitants but animals living on land
as well.

Foxes play with rubbish, gnaw on fishing floats, swallow foam
plastic. Mice start living in nets, and foxes, hunting, fall into a net’s deadly
mesh. Tragic cases are common. We can't protect animals from this
disaster, even in protected areas that are protected by a special regime
from human influence. But the global problem has a solution — it is in
the hands of each of us, in mindfulness and respect for the planet and
our neighbors in our common home.

HOW WE SHOOT FOXES IN THE WILD

Foxes often become characters of fairy tales. They are cunning, prone
to deception while being intelligent and almost always more interesting
than other animals. Thats because wild foxes have characters and
relationships like people. Some allow you to shoot them from a drone for
several hours: true movie stars! Others are distrustful and take fox pups
back to burrows when you make a slight attempt to get closer. Whether
you want it or not, you will become a fox psychologist to get successful
shots without disturbing the animals.

A quadcopter equipped with long-focus optics makes cinematic-
quality videos in detail, without causing concern to the “actors” We
had long figured out how to accustom sensitive hunters to the noise of
a professional drone. For a short time at a long distance, we launched
a lighter and quieter model into the air, and then flew closer and closer.
Sometimes it took several weeks and not everything worked out well.

Some foxes ran after the quadcopter, hoping to play with the new
unknown thing. With Mars and Zlata’s family, it was not possible to take
shots from the air. Ocean foxes always looked at the sky with anxiety —
flattenening their ears, changing their behavior — and this meant that
we needed to stop trying and not insist on aerial shots with this ocean
family.

The fox pups grow at such a speed that we need to be near the burrow
almost all the time — you can’t miss the moments of them growing up.
We installed camera traps close to the burrow. They didn’t make the foxes
worry. We found ways to protect the cameras to leave them unattended
for a long time. Having recalled last year’s experience, when a curious
bear broke expensive sensors, we ordered additional metal boxes in
advance.

When fox pups are born, foxes become very careful and anxious.
Hunting blinds, like those used for filming birds, helped us not to distract
anxious parents.

Why are we doing all this, you might ask, because similarly beautiful
shots can be taken even in a zoo. We are not professional animal
advocates, and we came to Kamchatka with other goals, but having lived
so much time side by side with foxes, we formulated for ourselves what
we see as the main task of wildlife films: to open a veil, to show another
world, and not to create a fake world by provoking a wild beast to act
on camera. And therefore, we only patiently observe the relationships,
dramas, and successes of free beings. You can’t think that everything is
permitted to you if an animal trusts you — you must return the trust.
