LOGLINE

A chance encounter between two women on the Mersey ferry
leads to an exploration of the loss they both carry and how

they navigate life and memories in its wake.

SYNOPSIS

Loretta struggles to process her son’s death as she wades
through the places of their happiest memories together in an
attempt to remember them. She takes the ferry but never to go

anywhere.

Her depressive routine is interrupted by Anna, a woman who
recognises loss and, after Anna talks of her late husband and
the memories she chooses to remember, Loretta talks of her

feelings and finally begins to process them.
