“SMALL THINGS”

seems louder, and strange noises fill her home. As her
anxiety grows, she becomes both scared and curious,
eventually noticing something unexpected outside her
door. This mystery pushes her to face the unknown in
the night, leading to one unwavering surprise.
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FILM SYNOPSIS AND MESSAGE

This short film explores the overlooked and often annoying
parts of our daily lives, showing the anxiety and frustrations
we go through but rarely talk about. Through Sarah, a 25-
year-old artist struggling with her career, the film highlights
how we deal with life's small but unsettling moments.

FILMMAKING CHOICES AND THEIR IMPACT

By setting most of the story in Sarah's home, the film

focuses on the loneliness and inner struggles many of us

face. The voiceover narration lets us hear Sarah's thoughts,

showing her worries and search for meaning in her

everyday life. The lack of dialogue and focus on Sarah's

internal monologue make us feel her personal conflict more

deeply. Using creepy sound effects and subtle visual tricks,

increases the tension and discomfort that hide beneath the

surface of daily life. These scary elements mixed with funny F".M H'GHL'GHT
moments are intended to keep the audience both anxious S
and amused, showing how our fears can be sparked by the

smallest things.

RELATABILITY AND IMPORTANCE

The surprise ending, symbolizes how we often blow our
worries out of proportion. This twist reminds the audience
that our fears may not be as important as they seem. It
connects with viewers by showing a common human
experience of facing and overcoming needless fears.

By presenting these universal feelings through dark humor,
the film encourages viewers to look at their own lives, see
the silliness in their worries, and find humor in the ordinary.
It also stresses the need to not let small fears control us, e L& ING
promoting a more balanced way of dealing with everyday
problems.

OVERALL FILM MESSAGE

"SMALL THINGS" sends a strong message about our fears and the need to keep things in
perspective. It reminds us that while life can be full of unsettling and annoying moments, it's
important to find humor and resilience in the face of everyday life. With its mix of dark
comedy and psychological insight, the film encourages viewers to embrace life's chaos with a
sense of humor and understanding that sometimes not all the SMALL THINGS matter.
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WHO’S SARAH?

The lead character is a young woman
in her mid-twenties with a frazzled
and somewhat disheveled look.

As personality Sarah is a complex
blend of creativity, sensitivity and
underlying anxiety. As an artist she
possesses a vivid imagination and a
keen eye for detail, which is evident
in her work and the way she
perceives the world around her.
However her artistic temperament
often leaves her feeling
overwhelmed and uncertain,
contribuing to a frazzled demeanor.
She is introspective and thoughtful,
frequently lost in her own thoughts
an emotions.

Sarah has a strong desire to find
meaning and purpose in her daily life,
which is often disrupted by her
anxiety and self-doubt.

BACKSTORY

She grew up in a small town, where she was
always seen as the imaginitive and artistic child.
Her passion for art was nurtured by her parents,
who encouraged her to pursue her dreams. After
graduating from college with a degree in fine
arts, she moved to a new city to immerse herself
in the vibrant art scene. However, the transition
has been challenging, as she struggles to
balance her creative aspirations with the
practival demands of adult life.

MOTIVATIONS & RELATIONSHIPS

She seeks validation and recognition for her
work, hoping to prove to herself and others that
her artistic pursuits are worthwhile. Additionally,
she yearns for a sense of stability and control in
her life, often feeling torn between her creative
impulses and the pressures of everyday
responsibilities.

Sarah is somewhat isolated, preferring the
solitude of her home to social interactions. She
has a few close friends who understand and
support her artistic journey, but she often keeps
them at a distance due to her insecurities. Her
relationship with her family is loving but strained
by their differing views on what constitutes a
"successful" life.

CHARACTER ARC

Throughout the film, Sarah's journey is one of
self-discovery and acceptance. She grapples
with her fears and anxieties, ultimately learning
to find humor and perspective in the mundane
aspects of life. The surprising twist at the end of
the film serves as a catalyst for her realization
that not all of her worries are as significant as
they seem, allowing her to embrace her creative
path with renewed confidence and a lighter
heart.
