Tzetzi Lazarov was born in Montana, Bulgaria and later immigrated to the Netherlands with his parents
at the age of 5 . During his childhood days he faced many hardships with finding new belonging and
acceptance in a new country, after leaving behind people he loved, and longed to reunite with them
someday. With the help of his artistic dad, he learnt to channel those feelings and draw his vision on
paper to create vibrant, heartfelt stories that uplift the human spirit and bring awe and joy to people. 
At the age of seventeen, he created his first short film, 'A Cat's Tail' using only a webcam, for which he
won multiple awards. At 19, he created a music video “Flappie” which became the most watched Dutch
Christmas video until date with over 3.5 Million views on YouTube and won him awards at Student Film
Festivals. It was during this time, that he found his love for filmmaking with minimal means. Later, he
went on to obtain a prestigious Bachelor's degree in Visual effects from the Netherlands Film &
Television Academy in Amsterdam. The Cherry Tree idea was born during his time at the academy, but
he did not know how to animate, although he knew how to draw. He found his answer in rotoscoping
and the film took off. The short film is inspired by his own life story and provides his own point of view
of how people can reunite with their loved ones. He wishes to open an all-women animation studio one
day and empower women artists in the industry to produce heartfelt movies that matter.

DIRECTOR STATEMENT

A long time ago, I knew a girl named Asia. We were inseparable, sharing every moment and growing up
together in the remote regions of Bulgaria. But each summer, I had to return to Holland, leaving her behind.
Saying goodbye to my childhood sweetheart was the most heart-wrenching experience. After several painful
separations, our relationship ended, and we lost touch. Life moved on, but I was always haunted by the
question: What if we had found a way to stay together?

"The Cherry Tree" is my attempt to answer that lingering question. What if the boy had bridged that great
distance to be with his girlfriend? Wouldn't that make a wonderful story? But with limited resources, I had to
think outside the box and make bold creative choices. I decided to forgo dialogues and character faces,
choosing to tell the story entirely through body language and music. This daring experiment turned out to be a
rewarding success.

 From the start, I envisioned “The Cherry Tree” as a burst of colors on the big screen, believing that colors can
uplift the mood even during sad moments, offering a glimmer of hope. The use of colors in the film reflects my
belief in the positive impact colors have on our lives.

As an independent filmmaker, I faced significant challenges: securing sponsorship, finding artists to
collaborate with, and obtaining funding. Many dismissed my idea as too simple and a waste of time, but I
remained determined. As filmmakers, we must believe in our projects, even when no one else does. To fund my
film, I took on wedding photography on the side. My female artists and friends played a crucial role, supporting
me in every possible way. As a tribute to these incredible women, I hope to one day open an all-women
animation studio.

"The Cherry Tree" is not just a film; it's a journey of love, hope, and resilience, brought to life through the magic
of colors and music.
