• She gets involved in the power games of the Reinassance Italy, she gets married 
with Niccolò III d’Este, Lord of Ferrara. At Court everyone likes her except Ugo, the 
oldest of the illegal sons of Niccolò, fearing for his succession rights.

• Parisina, unable to give a male son to Niccolò, falls into depression.
• Due to the Plague, Niccolò sends both to Gradara to live with Parisina’s uncles, 

hoping to build peace between them. Here, during their stay, flourish the passion.  
• Once back in Ferrara, they get caught by Niccolò while loving. The two lovers get 

arrested and thrown into prison, the beheaded the following day.
