I had the pleasure of watching the period piece, Timeless, at a recent screening. It was inventive, well-scripted, subtly textured with lots of nuance, and beautifully acted. Timeless is shown entirely in black and white – it features a lovely, emotional score filled with tasty piano parts and elegant cello accents — and contains absolutely no dialogue. As I left the screening, my primary thought centered around the boundless potential of these committed young professionals.
