
The Clock that Said No! (Animation Short Film) 

 

1. Boy runs happily through golden sunrise village streets, warm sunlight, old clock 
tower with sad eyes in background, gentle morning birds and soft piano  

2. Extreme close-up of ancient brass clock face crying real oil tears, frozen gears, slow 
zoom on sad eyes, melancholic piano and distant thunder  

3. Boy stops and looks up in wonder at the completely silent clock tower, wind blowing 
autumn leaves around him, soft magical sparkle in air  

4. Flashback: old man in warm workshop lovingly building the clock, polishing every 
gear with smile, golden dust particles, nostalgic music  

5. Wide shot of villagers dancing and laughing in colorful square without watches, 
children playing, baker giving bread, pure joy, upbeat strings  

6. Night: clock tower glowing faint blue at the top, whispering voice carried by wind, 
magical particles floating like fireflies, mysterious atmosphere  

7. Girl quietly joins boy under starry sky, both looking up at tower, gentle friendship 
moment, soft lullaby-like music  

8. Inside clock: dusty frozen gears covered in oil tears, dramatic blue lighting, slow pan 
showing broken heart of the clock  

9. Boy by candlelight drawing detailed adventure map on old paper, determined eyes, 
quiet focused music with pencil sounds  

10. Boy and girl step together into glowing Whispering Forest at sunset, trees shimmer 
with golden light, magical entrance, epic music swell  

11. Ancient trees with glowing runes whisper secrets, leaves moving without wind, 
mysterious green mist on path, eerie wonder  

12. Golden fox with wise glowing eyes appears from light, tail made of sparkles, calm 
majestic music  

13. Crystal Lake perfectly reflects lost childhood memories on water surface, ripples 
show happy moments, emotional strings  

14. Boy sees heartbreaking vision of father waving final goodbye in rain, falls crying, 
thunder and sad violin  

15. Girl sees vision of sick sister laughing and running healthy again, tears become 
golden light, hopeful piano  

16. Clock’s faint blue glow trail leads children deeper into dark forest, stardust path, 
soft guiding voice  



17. Giant broken hourglass stands on stone pedestal, sand frozen mid-fall, dramatic red 
lighting, ominous music  

18. Glowing golden words float in air: “What can never be changed?”, boy whispers “The 
past…” with echo  

19. Same words change: “What can always be chosen?”, girl answers confidently “How 
we carry it…”, strings rise  

20. Hourglass suddenly flows warm golden sand again, massive light explosion, 
triumphant music  

21. Tiny sparkling Moment Crystal slowly forms and floats above children’s hands, 
magical chime sounds  

22. Thousands of fireflies arrange themselves to spell “FEEL” in glowing letters across 
night sky  

23. Terrifying giant shadow made of black clock hands rises from ground, scary deep 
music  

24. Shadow points accusing finger at boy: “Your father died because you were late!”, 
thunder crash  

25. Boy collapses to knees in tears screaming “I’m sorry… I’m so sorry…”, heartbreaking 
solo violin  

26. Girl stands strong surrounded by shield of glowing happy memories, defiant music  
27. Mother appears as warm golden vision, opens arms and hugs crying boy tightly  
28. Mother whispers softly “Grief is love with nowhere to go… give it somewhere”, gentle 

piano  
29. Boy screams into darkness “I forgive myself!”, massive white light explosion pushes 

shadow back  
30. Giant shadow shrinks rapidly until it becomes tiny child shadow and vanishes with 

sad sigh  
31. Clock’s minute hand breaks free and falls slowly from sky glowing bright gold  
32. Boy and girl reach out together and gently catch the glowing minute hand  
33. Clock’s weak distant voice: “Take it home… let them feel.”, emotional strings  
34. Children running back through forest at dawn, golden sunlight piercing trees, 

uplifting music  
35. Entire village gathers in silence around the glowing broken minute hand on ground  
36. Boy stands and speaks to crowd: “Time is not the enemy… fear is.”, powerful 

moment  
37. Sick girl in crowd suddenly stands up perfectly healthy and smiles brightly, magical 

sparkle  
38. Baker throws hat in air shouting “Let the No-Clock Festival begin!”, instant explosion 

of joy  



39. Colorful wild festival: dancing, singing, food, laughter, fireworks of flowers, pure 
celebration  

40. Mother runs and hugs boy so tightly they both cry happy tears, years of distance 
melt away  

41. Every villager shares their most beautiful memory aloud, sky above shimmers with 
light  

42. Children plant small glowing Moment Tree in center of village square  
43. Tree instantly shoots up tall with thousands of sparkling crystal leaves, magical 

growth  
44. Girl places first Moment Crystal in tree, tree sings beautiful soft melody  
45. Sky fills with gentle colorful northern lights made entirely of villagers’ happy 

memories  
46. Entire village walks hand-in-hand toward clock tower at perfect orange sunset  
47. Boy bravely climbs tall tower carrying glowing minute hand, dramatic music  
48. Clock slowly opens big beautiful eyes for first time in years and smiles warmly  
49. Village forms one huge circle holding hands around tower, perfect silence  
50. 15 full seconds of pure silence, only soft wind and distant heartbeat sounds  
51. One perfect gentle TICK echoes through entire village, emotional piano note  
52. Clock’s smile grows even brighter, warm golden light bathes everything  
53. Second softer tick like a heartbeat, whisper “I’m home…”  
54. Sky explodes with fireworks made of glowing memories and colors  
55. Clock whispers gently “Thank you… for feeling me alive.”  
56. Boy and girl look up smiling, holding hands, wind in hair  
57. Slow majestic zoom out showing entire peaceful village under starlit sky  
58. Fade to black, white text appears: “Time is measured by the love we dare to feel.”  
59. Final soft piano note with one last gentle tick fading out  
60. Credits roll slowly over glowing Moment Tree under northern lights, uplifting finale 

 
 

61. (10 sec) Golden leaves fall, an artistic image on the surface of still water. Each one 
descends, creating circles that grow larger and larger, covering the entire screen. 
 

62. Music: A single piano note, repeating itself over and over. 
 

63. (8 sec) The young girls are standing in David's room, their breath cool. A small dollar 
sign rises and falls, like stars flying upwards and disappearing into the sky. 
 

64. Sound: Only their breaths + a light breeze. 



 
65. (12 sec) A large raindrop falls on a closed rose. The rose opens, and a golden streak 

of light falls. 
 

66. Music: The sound of a single, very long violin. 
 

67. (9 sec) The sun rises from the mountain's peak, its light moving over the village of 
Nagi. The clock in the hospital begins to twinkle in the distance. 
 

68. Music: Complete silence, then a single, very distant tick-tock. 
 

69. (11 sec) Many stars twinkle in the black sky, then a single large star descends and 
stands in front of the camera, transforming into the shape of a heart. Music: A small 
bell chimes every 3 seconds. 
 

70. (8 sec) Spring leaves flutter in the air, then gather again, forming a clock face before 
disappearing. 
 

71. Sound: Wind + rustling leaves. 
 

72. (10 sec) A girl stretches her wings to the sky. Small stars descend upon her wings, 
forming a tiny clock face in her palm, then fly away again. 
 

73. Music: The sound of a celestial harbinger. 
 

74. (12 sec) A hunter runs in search of light. With each step he takes, a small light trails 
behind him, pointing towards a star flying towards the sky. 
 

75. Sound: His footsteps + the sound of a Nigerian heartbeat. 
 

76. (9 sec) The entire sky transforms into the shape of a very large clock face, and the 
Norman cable car boat reflects people… and in the end, we don't stop completely. 
 

77. Music: A very slow, old sound. 
 

78. (10 sec) The girl and the boy look at each other, and between them, a thin, light line 
flies towards a clock face that spins after them and then disappears. 
 



79. Sound: A child's distant laughter. (11 sec) A large tree at night, each leaf with a tiny 
star on it, and then all the stars fall like golden rain. 
 

80. Music: The whispered voice of a children's choir. 
 

81. (10 sec) The End: The screen is completely black… then a tiny point of light grows 
and grows until it fills the screen, and the word "The End" appears. Ed, a child. 
 

82. Sound: One tick-tock… and then silence.
