As scandals erupt and loyalties fracture, Dorine, 
Andrea, and their teammates must fight back against blackmail and 
manipulation. What begins as a satirical romantic comedy evolves into a 
sharp, stylish thriller about ambition, power, and love on – and far 
beyond – the ice.

Behind the official pageantry lies an exclusive, invitation-only world run by 
billionaire Peng Wan (“The Penguin”). His private soirées blend luxury, seduction, 
and coercion – shaping athletes as commodities in a high-stakes game of 
influence.
The Dual Reality of Athletes
Publicly: icons of purity, discipline, and national pride.
Privately: young stars navigating pressure, temptation, exploitation, and the 
realities of global sports as big business.

• Peng Wan (The Penguin) – Chinese mafia boss, who 
intimidates and blackmails Dorine, Andrea, Gunnar and Luigi.

• Li Jianguo (Johnny) – Fixer for The Penguin. He does the dirty 
work.

• Lady Vann – Personal assistant and bodyguard of The Penguin.
• Andrea Karlsson – Glamourous blonde American ice speed 

skating champion and everyone's darling.
• Gunnar Brenz – Successful American ice speed skating 

champion.
• Arne Winterbottom – Corrupt US Head of Delegation at the 

Winter Olympics.
