Why This Story Now
In an era reckoning with authoritarianism and masked abductions, Run to Ground explores retribution and justice when systems collapse.

 

Script Query
Set in 2033 Miami, in the wake of a toppled authoritarian regime, Run to Ground follows Laurence “Larry” Barry, a hardened activist released from a political prison. He learns that his wife of only twenty days was abducted by covert ICE agents. As he tracks the man responsible, Larry uncovers a network of regime loyalists preparing to flee the country. Amid the chaos, he infiltrates their ranks and discovers his wife was murdered. With vengeance now his only compass, Larry must reach the agent through a swarm of fleeing war criminals and deal with him before he disappears aboard the last boat out of Miami.

 

Themes
The film promises a thoughtful exploration of justice, institutional control, and longing, resulting in an honest and relevant story.

Tone and Style
· Tone: Run to Ground is gritty, urgent, and emotionally raw. It blends noir fatalism with post-collapse tension, steeped in grief, rage, and moral ambiguity. 
· The atmosphere is thick with dread and decay

· Justice is elusive and vengeance is personal. 

· Every revelation drives him deeper into the treachery beneath the ruins of the regime.
· Style: Lean, muscular prose and visual storytelling. Miami is rendered as a scorched, fractured city—half ghost town, half war zone. Dialogue is terse and loaded; action is grounded and brutal.
