As time went by and the gang at our little production company wanted more! After a couple of 

years of renting conference rooms and some really strange Air BnB s with host who refused to 

leave while we filmed. We knew going in that we needed folks who we knew and who were just 

as ambitious and that’s when the Screenplay started by all of us that’s why the copyright reads 

Red Stool Productions because we got input from everybody! 

We rented out a home base from the cool folks at The Farm Arts & Media anow defunct art 

group who really came through with the fuzzy little beasts! Making teeth out of plastic fork 

tines, finding the exact fuzzy things we needed to make our monsters. 

 We needed something cool that could hold our blood concoction (no I can’t give out the recipe) 

and not collapse under the weight of being wet. 

Then it was the city we love! We have tons of footage that didn’t make it intro the 29 min of our 

film, but the lessons learned and experience we got doing it was worth it! 

After false starts and disagreements over stuff to prioritize when shooting our Executive 

Producer (my wife of 25+) SDZ to come in and break it up she decided what goes in and helped 

me in the editing process with what to keep! 

From Actors dropping out again and again to being so short on crew we had to give an urban 

camper $50 to hold this camera for a bit to a flood in the storage unit and soaking important 

documents that were fine after we dried them out with a blow dryer! 

Invasion of the FreeBox monsters is a very important work for me personally. After shooting I 

had to undergo a couple of surgeries but used that time to register the copyright and edit, edit, 

and some more editing! 

After CVOVID stopped the project to my recovery efforts my wife SDZ and the entire gang at Red 

Stool productions hope you enjoy our B-Horror movie and have some fun and coming to a 

Festival Theatre near you! 
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FAQ 

 

1) Q; How did the idea for the film arise? 

 A: On set of the third episode of a web series at an Air BnB when someone 

picked up a sock and started making jokes to “I bet that would make a Killer puppet” 

 

2) Q: The challenges we encountered making the film. 

 A: Portland had a lot of urban camping at the time so you would scout out a 

location only to have it re-populate overnight. 

 

3) Q; Was the woman beating the Maga Monsters with a spoon really your mother? 

  A: YES! She’s still fighting fascists to this day! 

 

4) Q;  How did we cast the roles? 

 A: People we used from other projects and Craigslist Gigs section. 

 

5) Q; Key memory from production? 

 A: Jerry the Urban Camper holding our camera for a shot we didn’t use. 

 

6) Q; What techniques did we use making the film?  

 A: Created a custom crossfade that moved the film forward 

 

7) Q; How does this differ from our previous work? 

 A: Our first B Horror film. Some wanted to make it longer and include everything 

but that’s not how editing works. Edit with the story not your idea of a story. 

 

8) Q; Odd Story? 

  A: Air BnB host greeted us at the door and stayed for the entire day of filming to 

make sure we are not “Doing the porn in there” real quote from real host
