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As an NYC-based screenwriting and directing duo, Jake and Greta have spent
nearly a decade collaborating together in a partnership that goes all the way
back to their college years at Penn State, when Jake traded a trash bag full of
movie theater popcorn for Greta to score his short film. As a musician, Greta
has scored their previous work, yet remains resentful that she can't whistle.

Since then, they’ve co-directed several short films together -- their most recent
release, “In the Palm of Her Hand,” was Executive Produced by Academy
Award Nominee Keisha Castle-Hughes (WHALE RIDER, “Game of Thrones,”
“FBI: Most Wanted”) is premiering in June at Ravenheart International Film
Festival in Norway. She also produced their previous short, “Housewife.”

Their first screenplay together, BABY TEETH, won Best Horror in the 2022
Shore Scripts Feature Competition and was one of the Top 10 Most
Downloaded Scripts on Coverfly in 2023. That led to their BABY TEETH proof-
of-concept, “The Tooth,” which screened at the 2024 Portland Film Festival and
is now streaming on Chilling. Other screenplays include HATE ACTUALLY
(Austin Film Festival Second Rounder) and THE GHOST HUNTER (Screencraft
Horror Semi-Finalist), and other shorts include the drama “Overlook” starring
Jared Gilman (MOONRISE KINGDOM, PATERSON).

During the day they work in film production, Greta most recently on CIA in the
costume shop, and Jake on The Fall & Rise of Reggie Dinkins in the
production office.
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When her husband lands his

Housewife, both as a character and story, seeks to bring a sick justice to an
imperfect world. Though her methods may be unconventional, all she wants is to
make lives easier. And what’s the harm in that? With the rampant rise of mid-
century household conventionality, men claim they want a wife to take care of the
house, and women want to be taken care of. These “values” of tradition are on the
rise next to the worldwide plague of outsourcing inconvenience to AI – the
modern world, as a woman, could allow you to live free of any discomfort, set to
autopilot.

But what happens when it’s taken too far? If a computer generates a painting, am
I a painter? If a monstrous entity guides every interaction with my husband and
home, am I really content? Housewife is a story about what happens when you
allow every decision, crucial or minor, to be made by an external source to avoid
inconvenience. Ann suffers with the agony of living, but refuses to see how that
discomfort is part of what makes us human until it’s too late. Housewife, the
character, has one purpose: to make Ann’s life easier. The problem is, easier
doesn’t mean better, particularly when it’s by any means necessary.
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Miranda Parkin is an award-winning voice actor who has been represented by DPN Talent since age 5. You can
currently hear her as the main character Miyo in the hit Netf lix show My Happy Marriage, Hina in Netf lix's

Akuma Kun, Nagi in Square Enix's Neo The World Ends With You, and in a multitude of commercials.

She is also a professional animator, illustrator, graphic designer, and character designer with a combined 250
thousand followers across social media, which is where Housewife first made her debut. Miranda loves what

she does and wants to do it forever.
